	ITU Inter-sector Coordination


Working Parties 3J, 3K, 3L and 3M thank the ITU-T TSAG for their liaison statement in Documents ITU-R 3J/159, 3K/208, 3L/59, and 3M/275. The Working Parties of ITU-R Study Group 3 have reviewed the candidate topics on working methods for ITU inter-sector coordination in Attachment 2 and do not believe Questions 1/9 and 7/9 identified by TSAG are applicable to our Terms of Reference. 
Study Group 3 working parties are concerned with radio wave propagation through the atmosphere, ionosphere and free space, rather than cable transmission via Internet Protocol and/or packet-based delivery. As unwanted emissions from cable networks may create radio noise which would have a direct impact on radio services, common work in ITU-T and ITU-R should be identified. It may be noted that radio noise is treated in ITU-R SG 3 WP 3L.

WPs 3J, 3K, 3L and 3M suggest ITU-T TSAG continues to review their list of questions to determine which are applicable to the Working Parties of Study Group 3 and look forward to any updates.

Note that in Table 2 of Attachment 2 of ITU-T TSAG-LS11, Study Group 3 is incorrectly listed as SG 2. We believe Question 10/9 is generally applicable to all SG 3 WPs and Table 2 of Attachment 2 of ITU-T TSAG-LS11 should be updated to include WPs 3J, 3K and 3L for Question 10/9.
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
