Reports of Misuse

The reports of misuse of numbers has dwindled significantly.  The relevant Recommendation is under review to better reflect the different types of numbering resources that can be misused between directly assigned resources, so called global numbers, and indirectly assigned resources, numbers that are the responsibility of member states.  The proposed amendment to the Recommendation si to make the reporting of the indirectly assigned resources more effective through email notification to a pre-determined mailing list of misuse rather than registration of the report of misuse for action by the TSB.

2.2 Other highlights
SG2 made progress on the following Recommendations
–
E.156 - Delivery of Presentation Number.
A possible way forward was identified based on operators being able to use either a pre-designated national number or an as yet to be defined global number where concern existed over the CLI present in the signalling.  

–
E.118 – Issuer Identifier Numbers
Clarification is being discussed as to the circumstances under which these resources need to be registered by the TSB, given their original use by users, as a means of contributing to the reduction of costs.

–
E.td-dr that addresses disaster relief systems, network resilience and recovery.  The meeting agreed to determine the text at the next meeting.
As well as making progress on the following issues

–
A NWI on studying impermissible traffic was agreed. This new work item in relation to international traffic that may be deemed impermissible traffic on a country by country  basis.  There are some views to be considered in relation to OTT bypass and simbox, and others may be considered too.  Specifically, issues around CLI, including unauthorised change
–
Agreeing to develop the rules required to access and use the electronic repository of national numbers (see Resolution 91 WTSA 2016, Hammamet).  If member States seek to use this capability to manage their numbering resources then it should be done on a cost recovery basis by the TSB.

–
A technical report on “The overview of IoT identification schemes” was discussed and a number of areas that required further consideration were identified.  This will be progressed at the next meeting. 

–
A proposal for initiating a new work item on “network-assigned IoT user identification numbering system.” It was noted that this would have to backward compatible with the E.164 numbering plan and not limited to digits, as well as potentially being compatible with block chain. It also proposes that this new identification plan be associated with a block chain. The meeting agreed to append the proposal to the on-going E.IoT-NNAI. 

–
A proposal for initiating a new work item on functional requirements and architecture of interworking for heterogeneous identification systems. It was agreed to identify concrete applications which would need this new scheme, and the requirements to be met. It was also noted that both SG17 and SG20 have work items relative to resolution mechanisms and that once these requirements are clarified there may be a need to interact with SG17 and SG20. 

–
Telecom Fraud was progressed, and the reference document was amended to include output from the ITU/PITA workshop on Numbering Misuse held in April, funded by the Australian Government.
2.3  Cooperation with other SGs 

The SG2 meeting of July 2018 approved the creation of “Joint correspondence group of SG2 and SG13 on IMT-2020 network management issues”. The Questions under both study groups involved on this topic are Q6/2, Q21/13 and Q2/13. The discussion in this joint correspondence group kicked off on 13 April 2018.
3.
SG2 Regional groups

The African and Arab regional groups of SG2 met back to back in April 2018 in Tunisia.  This was followed by a one day workshop.  A number of questions from the workshop that related to national matters were submitted to SG2.

SG2 also agreed to the establishment of the African regional group and the cessation of the East African Regional Group.

The report of the ad-hoc on developing countries was noted by SG2 and will be sent to the regional meetings for their information and consideration.
