Working Party 7A

WP 7A has reviewed the material on ITU inter-Sector coordination and the mapping of common interest areas of work between the ITU-T and ITU‑R SGs that were provided in the Attachments of Documents 7/66 and 7/67. 

The mappings indicated a mapping between ITU-R WP 7A and the following ITU-T SG 15 Question:


Q13/15: Network synchronization and time distribution performance.
After reviewing this Question, WP 7A agrees that this Question is pertinent to our work and the relationship is correct. In fact WP 7A has maintained a Rapporteur with ITU-T SG 15 in the past and is currently looking to identify a new Rapporteur.
Working Party 7B
The documents indicated a mapping between ITU-R WP 7B and the following two ITU-T SG 9 Questions:


Q1/9: Transmission of television and sound programme signal for contribution, primary distribution and secondary distribution.

Q10/9: Work programme, coordination and planning.
After a careful review of these two Questions, WP 7B is of the view that the intent and topics of these Questions are not relevant to the work of WP 7B.

Working Party 7C

The documents indicated a mapping between ITU-R WP 7C and the following ITU-T SG 5 Question:


Q8/5: Adaptation to climate change and low cost and sustainable resilient information and communication technologies (ICTs)


Q9/5: Climate change and assessment of information and communication technology (ICT) in the framework of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).
After a careful review of these two Questions, WP 7C is of the view that the intent and topics of these Questions do not overlap with the work and activities of WP 7C.

Working Party 7D
The documents indicated no mapping between ITU-R WP 7D and ITU-T SG 5 Questions. 

Finally, ITU-R Working Parties (WPs) 7A, 7B, 7C and 7D reviewed Document 7/69 and would like to thank ITU-T SG 5 for forwarding its Operational Plan for Implementation of WTSA-16 Resolutions 72 and 73 (Hammamet, 2016), and Resolution 79 (Dubai, 2012) and its Rapporteur Group on “Strengthening Collaboration” and here also WPs 7A, 7B, 7C and 7D support improved collaboration and cooperation between the ITU Sectors.

WPs 7A, 7B, 7C and 7D have reviewed the material in the action plan for implementation of WTSA Resolution 73 (Rev. Hammamet, 2016) on “Information and communication technologies, environment and climate change”.
