Following WTSA-16, current mandate of ITU-T SG11 includes the following specific areas of study:

· signalling and protocols, including for IMT-2020 technologies;

· establishing test specifications, conformance and interoperability testing for all types of networks, technologies and services that are the subject of study and standardization by all ITU‑T study groups;

· combating counterfeiting of ICT devices;

· combating the use of stolen ICT devices.

Some of the Resolutions listed in TSAG-LS15 cover the above mentioned areas, whereas WTSA-16 Resolutions contain technical aspects which ITU-T SG11 follows to progress their work.

In this regard, ITU-T SG11 proposes to exclude a number of WTSA Resolutions from the streamlining process, as follows:
