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	Abstract:
	This document answers the liaison SG11–LS84 and request SG11 to send to SG12 all the technical material that SG11 receives on the topic of impact of counterfeit mobile devices on Quality of Service. 


SG12 would like to thank SG11 for informing us in SG11–LS84 about the new created work item TR-CF-QoS. 
Firstly, SG12 would like to clarify that the intention of the document SG12-LS69 was to forward to SG11 two contributions received by SG12 (SG12-C229R1 and SG12-C230R1) related with combating the use of counterfeit mobile devices. Indeed, the LS from SG12 did not suggest that the impact of counterfeit mobile devices on Quality of Service should be addressed by SG11. Actually, SG12-LS69 says that “reciprocally, we will appreciate SG11’s collaboration in addressing all matters pertaining to network performance measurement, Quality of Service, and Quality of Experience to SG12”.
Based on this, we ask SG11 to recall that, as stated in Annex A of Resolution 2 (WTSA-16), SG12 is responsible “for Recommendations on performance, quality of service (QoS) and quality of experience (QoE) for the full spectrum of terminals, networks, services and applications ranging from speech over fixed circuit-based networks to multimedia applications over networks that are mobile and packet based”. Moreover, Annex A of the Resolution 2 (WTSA-16) also defines SG 12 as the “lead study group on quality of service and quality of experience”.
Thus, by referring to the above aforementioned mandate, SG12 requests SG11 to refrain from developing a new work item on the impact of counterfeit mobile devices on Quality of Service (TR-CF-QoS), given that this topic falls under the scope of work and mandate of SG12 and not SG11. 
Instead of developing the referenced Technical Report (TR-CF-QoS), SG12 would like to request SG11 to send any contributions you receive on this topic to be analysed and addressed accordingly by SG 12. This way, SG12 can perform in the role of coordinator of all QoS and QoE work in the ITU-T.
Finally, SG12 encourages SG11 to re-direct to SG12 all future contributions that fall under the responsibilities and mandate of SG12, as has been the practice in SG12.
