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Introduction
In C108 “Proposed process clarification update to ITU-T Resolution 1”, the UK proposed modifications to Clause 8 of ITU-T Resolution 1 to clarify the process for announcing a change of approval method of a draft Recommendation. This was presented to the Rapporteur Group on Working Methods where it received support from several MS. However, this was subject to further work to refine the text proposed. 
The UK chaired an Ad Hoc Group on 12 February to review the proposed text. 

Outcome of Ad Hoc Group
The Ad Hoc Group agreed that the proposed text was best placed within Clause 8.3 and agreed the text in track changes below. The whole text of Clause 8.3 is shown for completeness and so that it can be understood in context:

  ‘8.3 	Reconsideration of the selection

At any time, up to the decision to put a draft new or revised Recommendation into the "Last Call" comment process, the selection can be reconsidered based on the provisions of No. 246D of the Convention. Any request for reconsideration must be in writing (e.g. a contribution, or if submitted after the expiry of the deadline for a contribution, a written document that is then reflected in a TD) to a study group or working party meeting, accompanied by the reasons for reconsideration of the selection. A proposal from a Member State or Sector Member to change the selection has to be seconded before it can be addressed by the meeting. 
Using the same procedures as described in 8.1.1, the study group will decide if the selection will remain as is, or if it will be changed. 
If agreed, the change of a Recommendation’s approval process shall be clearly announced at the time by the chairman of the meeting. It shall also be included in the meeting report and in the ITU-T work program for the Recommendation. 
The selection may not be changed once the Recommendation has been consented (Recommendation ITU‑T A.8, clause 3.1), or determined (see 9.3.1 below).’
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
