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	Abstract:
	This LS replies to TSAG on draft analysis of operational parts (resolves, instructs etc) of WTSA/PP/WTDC Resolutions, containing analysis results from SG9’s standpoint in view of streamlining Resolutions.


Study Group 9 would like to thank TSAG for the liaison statement TSAG-LS15 on draft analysis of operational parts of WTSA/PP/WTDC Resolutions. At the November SG9 meeting held in Bogotá, we carefully reviewed the first phase of the analysis of all ITU Resolutions together with draft ITU-T A.supWTSAGL and action plan related to the Resolutions and Opinion of WTSA.
SG9 recognized that there is no Resolutions specifically associated with SG9. However, we identified that SG9 is required to operate in accordance with the operational parts of thirteen (13) Resolutions, i.e., Resolutions 18, 40, 44, 50, 67, 70, 73, 76, 84, 86, 92, 93 and 99, and also identified that we have been quite aligned with these resolutions or instructions.
Through this review of SG9, we discussed implementation of Resolution 80. In the study period 2013 – 2016, SG9 promoted the establishment of Resolution 80 and engaged to implement it with establishing a pilot project. We were aware that the pilot project was extended to other Study Groups through TSAG. However, during the implementation of several pilot projects, our understanding is that these pilot projects were ended by the various Study Groups (including SG9) as according to the ITU Constitution and Convention it is not easy to implement Resolution 80. Thus, even if SG9 fully agrees on the intentions of Resolution 80, which intends to promote participation of academia in the standardization work in ITU-T, we would like to suggest considering updating Resolution 80 or merging this concept and intention in other appropriate Resolutions. The above proposed actions would resolve the current incongruences between ITU policies and the implementation aspects of Resolution 80.
SG9 looks forward to cooperating with TSAG in all relevant works.
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
