The final texts for the Consolidated text of ToR of SG11 Questions for next Study Period (2025-2028) were received from the SG11 liaison and reviewed in the SG15 plenary (1-12 July 2024). Understanding that these are finalized for WTSA-24, we nonetheless would bring to your attention the following:
The Open Networking Foundation (ONF) is no longer in operation, some of its work is resumed in Linux Foundation projects. There are references to ONF in Questions D/11 and K/11 text. The ONF Open Information Model and Tooling (OIMT) group which has produced UML network models in TR-512, has had long collaboration with Q14/15 and ITU-T G.7711 “Generic protocol-neutral information model for transport resources” has been kept in sync with ONF modelling work since 2015. The last version of TR-512 models have been transitioned to Q14/15 who will maintain it as necessary for transport network management and control.
In Question D/11 text, there is reference to SDN. Q12/15 and Q14/15 have been collaborating on the architecture of SDN control for transport networks since 2014. They first published G.7702 “Architecture for SDN control of transport networks” in 2018. This Recommendation incorporates the control components from G.7701 “Common control aspects”. The G.7702 SDN architecture work benefited from a close liaison relationship with the ONF OIMT group.
This should be reflected in the Relationships clause as shown below:
