6	intensifying awareness-raising campaigns on the importance of standards with regard to environmental protection;
7	investing in sustainable telecommunication infrastructures that comply with international standards;
8	promoting digital inclusion through policies that facilitate equal access to telecommunication services for marginalized and rural communities.
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
