Practical meeting information
WORKING METHODS AND FACILITIES
DOCUMENT SUBMISSION AND ACCESS: The meeting will be run paperless. Draft TDs should be submitted by e-mail to the study group secretariat using the appropriate template. WORKING LANGUAGE: The meeting will run in English only with no interpretation.
