NOTE – A metaverse can be virtual, augmented, representative of, or associated with the physical world.

ITU-T Study Group 17 believes that a common term on “metaverse” from the ITU-T perspective should be defined. ITU-T Study Group 17 is seeking for feedback on this revised term and definition above.
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
