	This document provides information on the International AI Standards Summit 2025 and its main outcome, the Seoul Statement. The Summit was held in Seoul, Republic of Korea, from 2 to 3 December 2025 and was co-organized by ITU, ISO, and IEC and hosted by the Korean Agency for Technology and Standards (KATS).



1	Introduction
The International AI Standards Summit 2024 was organized by ITU in partnership with ISO and IEC and hosted by India during GSS-24 and WTSA-24 in New Delhi.
The International AI Standards Summit 2025 was co-organized by ITU, ISO, and IEC and hosted by the Korean Agency for Technology and Standards (KATS) and was held in Seoul on 2-3 December 2025.  
The Summit aimed to align technical work with public policy goals and strengthening cooperation across national and international efforts to shape trustworthy AI through International Standards. More information can be found from the event website here. 
2	Participation
The Summit convened approximately 270 participants from 49 countries, including representatives from governments, regulatory authorities, international organizations, private sector entities, academia, research institutions, civil society, standards and quality infrastructure bodies.
3	Programme Pillars
The programme sessions were structured around the following main pillars (see link for more information):
· AI governance and risk management, including regulatory frameworks, safety, and ethics.
· International standards and interoperability, covering standards development and conformity assessment.
· Digital infrastructure and AI deployment, including cybersecurity, data protection, and system integration.
· Equity, inclusion, and global capacity building, with a focus on emerging economies and standards literacy.
4	Key Outcome: The Seoul Statement
The Seoul Statement outlines shared principles and priority actions to translate high-level visions into concrete steps for governments, industry, and standards bodies. It is shown on the next page.
Seoul Statement
Launched at the International AI Standards Summit on 2 December 2025

Artificial Intelligence (AI) provides an opportunity to advance the well-being of humanity. Acknowledging the transformative impact of AI on society and the importance of an inclusive, responsible approach to its governance, we recognize the value of international standards in advancing AI for an inclusive, open, sustainable, fair, safe, and secure digital future for all.

International standards, reinforced through conformity assessment, build trust, facilitate digital cooperation, enable interoperability across borders, enhance international regulatory collaboration and help bridge the digital divides. In order to advance sustainable development and allow all people and society to benefit from the AI revolution, IEC, ISO and ITU commit to:
1. Actively incorporate socio-technical dimensions in standards development.
As AI evolves and presents new opportunities across sectors, its benefits and impact depend on the context in which it is developed, deployed, and on how it interacts with people, organizations, the environment, and society at large.
2. Deepen the understanding of the interplay between international standards and human rights, recognizing both their importance and universality.
As international standards increasingly shape AI, they should be developed considering human rights throughout the AI lifecycle. 
3. Strengthen an inclusive, dynamic multistakeholder community to develop and apply international standards for the design, deployment, and governance of AI.
International standards development processes are inclusive, collaborative, and consensus-based, bringing together diverse perspectives to create standards for AI that are relevant, effective, and impactful for all.
4. Enhance public-private collaboration on AI capacity building.
Working together to design and scale capacity-building programmes, underpinned by international standards, the public and private sectors can help prepare societies and economies for success and close AI divides.
