1 General
The second meeting of the TSAG Working Party 2 (WP2) took place in Geneva on 26-30 January 2026. The meeting was chaired by the WP2 chair, Ms Gaëlle Martin-Cocher (InterDigital, Canada) with the support of Mr Guy-Michel Kouakou (Côte d'Ivoire), WP2/TSAG Vice-chair. 
The chair opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. 
In elaborating chair’s objectives and expectations for this meeting the WP2 chair mentioned, in particular, that it is to clarify the concept of Lead Study Group, and an effective mechanism to support those goals, look into the Lead Study Group for trust and evaluate our need for additional or different mechanisms like the JRG that is proposed in one contribution. 
Agenda for the meetings on 27 and 28 January was reproduced in TD162. It was approved by the meeting on a first day. At the meeting of 28 January, the CQR topic of the agenda (C28, TD292) was handled over to the RG-WPR. Revision to TD162-R1 includes the agenda for the WP2 session of 29 January. It was approved by the meeting on 29 January without modifications.
Complete list of documents WP2 considered in this meeting may be found in Annex 2 of this report.
Agenda for the closing plenary, run on 30 January, may be found in TD163. It was approved as is.

2 Review of the WP2/TSAG interim activities (May 2025 – January 2026) 

2.1 RG-DT “Rapporteur Group on Sustainable Digital Transformation” reported its progress to date in virtual interim meeting through
          - progress report TD183, that was introduced by Mr Ahmed Said (Egypt), the Rapporteur for RG-DT. 
The Rapporteur complemented the progress report with post-meting information on the inputs received from SGs 2, 11, 15, 17 and 20 to the gap analysis document.
WP2 took note of the interim RG-DT meeting and its progress report as well as of progress with the gap analysis.
· With regards to the Contribution C21 on new JCA-RDT, in view of absence of anybody in the meeting room and from remote to present the document, the contribution was deferred to the next session of WP2.

3 Documentation for the meeting
3.1	Lead Study Group concept
3.1.1	Determination of common understanding and effectiveness of concept
This TSAG meeting received two contributions C27, C32, that were presented one by one. C27 (about criteria for determining the lead SG) was input to the meeting by one Member, therefore the chair asked for the support of the document before it comes to discussion. No support was expressed in the meeting room, nor from remote, so the meeting noted the Contribution from Republic of Korea (C27).
Many SGs shared its experience with use of lead SG concept, expressed i: TD226, TD229, TD241, TD246, TD247, TD269, TD283. In addition, TD301 has a portion with request for the lead SG on trust designation.
To save time, the chair proposed to start discussion, using a document that compile all the inputs from the SGs into one table, TD309. The meeting agreed to this approach. Walking participants though the TD309, the chair asked for any immediate reaction and having received none, articulated few trends in replies that were given at the back of TD309. As a general trend at the first place, it was noted that the lead SG concept seen as generally valuable especially if it is supported by the other mechanism. One SG brought the idea of a timeline to address inter-SG issues.
After some discussion, the chair proposed the way forward (TD319), that met no objections and formed basis for further discussion with the main questions that were asked:
· Is it more on visibility and promotion side that SGs are using this concept?
· Is it more for coordination and collaboration?
· If lead SG role is understood as authoritative (Lead SG has a decision power on which aspect is handled in which SG)?
After some discussion the meeting came to the common groups and reached the following agreements (interim result):
1. LSG concept
If the Lead Study Group Concept remains relevant, the role of the lead study group is to lead the coordination among the study groups, without authoritative power over the other SGs. Visibility and communication outside of ITU is a by-product of the lead study group concept.  
     2. Coordination mechanism.
For subjects of interest across study groups, chairs will coordinate topics among themselves. 
The study group leading the coordination has no authoritative role over the other groups. Each study groups can develop recommendation within their scope. The objective is that Recommendations across the sector are complementary, do not overlap or conflict. If an issue cannot be solved between the chairs, the coordination is handled by WP2/TSAG. WP2/TSAG to schedule recurrent meetings with SG chairs and relevant TSB staff to coordinate inter study needs, particularly to anticipate new issues (e.g. a new technology may create ambiguity for coordination and SG responsibilities). Note: attendance on a need basis, SG chairs to provide inputs to the agenda.
3. Request for the new Lead SG designation (TD301)
TD301 proposed SG17 takes the lead for the coordination on trust. Concerns remain and were expressed by SG20 and there were no agreement. SG20 and SG13 can develop work in their scope, complementary to SG17 and to each other’s recommendations. If coordination between SG17, SG20 and SG13 chairs is not sufficient, WP2/TSAG will address the issue in a serie of calls with the SG13, SG17 and SG20 chairs and supporting TSB staff.
Discussion on the need for the lead SG concept, and its effectiveness was deferred. Criteria for determining the lead SG are also referred to the later stages of discussion, once the effectiveness of the concept will be assessed. Nevertheless, the meeting confirms that the coordination on trust will be led by SG17.
Inspired by the positive outcome of the initial discussions at the WP2 opening plenary on the lead Study Group concept, the meeting agreed to continue looking into the effectiveness of the concept  at the Ad-hoc meeting on Lead Study Group concept to take place on 27 January 2026, 13:30 – 14:30. Discussions will be led by Ms Gaëlle Martin-Cocher (InterDigital, Canada).

3.1.2	Ad-hoc on Lead Study Group concept outcome
Ad-hoc on Lead Study Group concept was held on 27 January 2026, 13:30 – 14:30 under the chairship of Ms Gaëlle Martin-Cocher (InterDigital, Canada), who summarized the agreements reached in the WP2 plenary and the objective of assessing the need and effectiveness of the LSG concept.
Further opinions were expressed, notably on the designation of SG 17 as the lead study group on trust.
Main conclusions of the meeting are:
· Concept is valuable and should continue to be used. 
· Next step is to assess its efficiency as requested by WTSA-24 through Action 2.
· The main purpose of lead SG concept was restated.
· Coordination mechanism was restated. SG chairs are to solve any issues among themselves (in consultation with their respective management teams, if wishes so). Else it comes to TSAG WP2.
· Ad-hoc meetings to resolve immediate inter SG issues among the chairs (consulting their management teams, if desired), on a need basis, are welcome.
· In preparations to WTSA-2028, SGs should be guided by the following considerations:
1. Clear SG scope and questions. 
2. Description of the lead SG roles to be short, preferably free of expressions like “, including” and “such as” 
3. Description to represent the overarching scope of the Questions and expertise of the SG 
4. Lead SG roles to be limited in number to 4-5 or less
5. Known well in advance and harmonised between SGs before going to WTSA.
Due to the lack of Ah-hoc time it was not possible to assess in full all the aspects of Lead SG, like a need/or not in defining the exclusions, timeline set for resolving an inter-SG issues (proposal from SG5). The chair proposed to draft the liaison statement to all the Study Group to provide the clarifications on the Lead SG concept, the process for coordination, and guidance and  a second set of questions for an effective implementation of the Lead SG concept (to name few, exclusions, timeline, relation to topics that have cross SG activities). This approach was agreed by the meeting. 
Discussions will continue at the next TSAG meeting, based on the responses received.
As a proposal for a survey on who should be the lead SG on trust was not discussed, Russian Federation asked for inclusion into the report that it had proposed to disseminate  the survey to Member States gathering their opinion about who should be the lead SG on trust (as there are different aspects of trust: trust on IoT, general matters of trust). 

3.1.3 Conclusion (meeting decision)

1. LSG concept
The role of the lead study group is to lead the coordination among the study groups, without authoritative power over the other SGs. Visibility and communication outside of ITU is a by-product of the lead study group concept.  
2. Coordination mechanism.
For subjects of interest across study groups, chairs, and their management team if desired, will coordinate topics among themselves. 
The study group leading the coordination has no authoritative role over the other groups. Each study group can develop recommendation within their scope. The objective is that Recommendations across the sector are complementary, do not overlap or conflict. If an issue cannot be solved between the chairs, and their management team if desired, the coordination is handled by WP2/TSAG. WP2/TSAG to schedule recurrent meetings with SG chairs, their management teams and relevant TSB staff to coordinate inter study needs, particularly to anticipate new issues (e.g. a new technology may create ambiguity for coordination and SG responsibilities). Note: attendance on a need basis, SG chairs to provide inputs to the agenda.
3. Request for the new Lead SG designation (TD301)
SG17 takes the lead for the coordination of WTSA Action 8. SG20 and SG13 can develop work in their scope, complementary to SG17 and to each other’s recommendations. If coordination between SG17, SG20 and SG13 chairs, and their respective management team if desired, is not sufficient, WP2/TSAG will address the issue in a serie of calls with the SG13, SG17 and SG20 chairs and supporting TSB staff.
Criteria for determining the lead SG were referred to the later stages, once the effectiveness of the concept will be assessed. Nevertheless, the meeting confirms that the coordination on WTSA Action 8 will be led by SG17, reporting to WP2/TSAG meeting in May and September 2026. 
The meeting considered assigning the lead SG on trust to SG17 but the meeting didn’t reach agreement on this proposal. 
SG20 chair on behalf of his SG asked for a statement to be included into the report. It may be found in Annex A.
Liaison Statement to the SGs on the clarification of the Lead Study Group concept, a coordination mechanism,  review of  lead SG roles, lead SG reports was reviewed and revised as appears in TD326-R1.

WP2 started discussion on the JCAs with presentation of contributions C21 (new JCA-RDT), C23 (JCA-QKDN) and C47 (IMT-2020/IMT2030). 
A call for individual to present C21 (from Islamic Republic of Iran) was unsuccessful and the meeting noted the submitted contribution without opening.
C23 and C47 were presented by NICT Japan and Oki Electric respectively. C47 was supported by China Mobile.
The chair reminded the participants about instructions from the TSAG Plenary to streamline some of the JCAs; notably, QKDN, IoT, IdM, and VHC. Given limited time of the session and with the agreement of the meeting, the chair started JCA review from the compilation document, TD312, and invited comments.
As approach, proposed by one delegation, to take the decision to close all JCA in time for 2028 or earlier, if those wish so, was not accepted and the JCAs were taken one by one for assessment.
Different views were expressed, for instance, that some JCA were supported by Resolutions operative parts, some coordinates the work performed in few SGs, that references to JCAs in WTSA Resolutions need to be suppressed, that JCA objectives may be reached by the responsible SG and its tasks be transferred to Questions, JCAs is a useful mechanism and should not be suppressed, make use of Liaison Rapporteur to external bodies, how to integrate the tasks of JCA into the SG(s) structure/work, there is indeed a need in coordination efforts, JCAs work is linked to the lead SG functions, WTSA should discuss JCAs not TSAG, continuation of JCA is to be endorsed by TSAG.

The meeting considered different options:
· To bring all the JCAs to the end of their operation between now and WTSA-28
· To allow JCA time to prepare for transfer of their duties to the SGs concerned
· Discontinue JCAs after WTSA-28.
· Take a step approach and treat each JCA individually.
· TSAG May 2025 meeting took a decision to review every JCA for continuation at the current TSAG meeting. This meeting should take a decision.
· Different mechanisms may be used to drive coordination.
· Use Associate Rapporteur to perform JCA functions (as interface to SDOs).
· Comply with the overall meeting efficiency trend and save human/financial resources.
· How to get non-ITU-Members to participate without JCAs?
· Close JCA-QKDN and initiate JCA-QICT.
· Liaison Rapporteur may handle transition from JCA to SG.

The meeting came up with the following results:
· JCA-IdM is authorized to continue its operation until the next TSAG meeting and uses this period for transferring its tasks to SG17. 
· JCA-AHF. Given the particularity of the group, JCA-AHF  was authorized to continue its operation until the end of the two years lifetime and no later than the end of the study period, using this period to prepare transition of its work to SG21.
· JCA-IoT, DT and SSC&C is authorized to continue its operation until the next TSAG meeting. TSAG will review the status at the next meeting. The JCA is strongly encouraged to use the time before next TSAG meeting to complete transfer of its tasks to SG20.
· JCA-QKDN. Along with proposal for continuation of the lifetime for JCA-QKDN C23 proposed to expand its scope, change the name and up-date ToR to encompass quantum enhanced information communication technology (QICT). This proposal was not agreed. Instead JCA-QKDN was authorized to continue its operation until the next TSAG meeting with the same ToR and use the time before the next TSAG meeting for transferring its work to SG17. As QKDN work is largely performed by SGs 13 and 17, SG13 chair was explicitly asked and agreed to this decision. In addition, C23 puts forward the candidacy of Mr Kaoru Kenyoshi, NICT, Japan, as a new JCA-QKDN vice-chair. The meeting agreed to appoint Mr Kenyoshi as vice-chair of JCA-QKDN. JCA-QKDN management team extended a warm welcome to the new member.
· JCA-MV, as newly created group, was authorized to continue until  the end of the two years lifetime and no later than the end of the study period  with review at each TSAG meeting (Appendix I of A,18) for efficiency of the JCA.This will allow group time to prepare and migrate its work to the SGs concerned (SGs 17, 20 and 21). 
· JCA-IMT2020/IMT2030 received praises for its work from the members and was authorized for continuation for 2 years of its lifetime to use this time to prepare to transfer its work and leading collaboration functions to SG13. The parent SG13 submitted the proposal to up-date ToR and name of this JCA. With one correction in the ToR of the group, the meeting supported change of the name and ToR for JCA-IMT2020/IMT2030.
· JCA-AI reporting to TSAG and the proposed name change and updates to ToR were agreed with the understanding that the 2 years lifetime continues from May 2025.
· JCA-VHC is authorised to continue until the next TSAG meeting transferring the work to the SG17 with the support from TSB. 
· Next TSAG meeting will review each JCA operation per criterions listed in Appendix I of Recommendation A.18.
· All participants were reminded about the lifetime for JCA operation – 2 years (Rec A.18).
· Closure of JCA doesn’t mean coordination activities are discontinued they are transitioned into the Study Groups.
· TSB is requested to support the transition of the work from JCA to SGs, where applicable.
· Study Groups are requested to prepare the transition and ensure the continuity of the collaborations with other SDOs, with the support of the TSB.
· Change in name, and parent group does not consist in changing the starting date of the 2 years lifetime of a JCA.

USA asked for the following statement to be included into the report: “That TSAG advises that no further or future JCAs shall be created in the future and that all such coordination activities shall be conducted under the lead study group for coordination”.
Following the discussion in the TSAG WP2 plenary SGs are encouraged to refrain from creating JCAs as a review is ongoing.
Actions for TSAG:
WP2-2: endorse JCA-IdM operation until the next TSAG meeting with the understanding that by then it completes the transition of its work to SG17.
WP2-3: endorse JCA-AHF operation until the end of the study period with the understanding that by then it completes the transition of its work to SG21.
WP2-4: endorse JCA-IoT, DT and SSC&C operation until the next TSAG meeting with the understanding that by then it completes the transition of its work to SG20.
WP2-5: endorse JCA-QKDN operation until the next TSAG meeting with the understanding that by then it completes the transition of its work to SG17. As parent to this JCA, appoint the new vice-chair, Mr Kaoru Kenyoshi, NICT, Japan.
WP2-6: endorse JCA-MV operation by no later the end of 2028 (respecting the two year lifetime boundary) with review at each TSAG meeting (Appendix I of A,18) for efficiency of the JCA.
WP2-7: endorse JCA-IMT2020/IMT2030 operation under the up-dated ToR and name for the 2 years of its lifetime with the understanding that by then it completes the transition of its work to SG13.

Annex 3 – Statement by the SG20 chair
at WP2 plenary on 29 January 2026

Trust has become one of the defining challenges of our time. 
As AI, IoT, digital twins, and cyber-physical systems increasingly shape economies and public services, trust is no longer an abstract concept. 
It is a prerequisite for adoption, legitimacy, and real-world impact.
 
WTSA-24 Action 8 gives us clear guidance. 
It calls on ITU-T Study Groups—inter alia Study Groups 13, 17, and 20—to establish a coordination mechanism on trust and trustworthiness and to report to TSAG. 
This direction was further reinforced by the TSAG Chair, who encouraged Study Group Chairs and management teams to work together constructively. Following the closure of the Joint Correspondence Group on Trust, the priority before us is therefore not who leads, but how we collaborate.
 
Study Group 20 fully recognizes the mandated role of Study Group 17 in cybersecurity, identity, privacy, and security foundations, as well as the role of Study Group 13 in trusted networks and future infrastructures. These contributions are essential. At the same time, trust is inherently cross-cutting and cannot be reduced to a single technical layer or ownership model.
 
From SG20’s perspective, trust in IoT, digital twins, and smart sustainable cities is fundamentally a system-level and deployment-level concern. It is expressed through safety, reliability, accountability, transparency, interoperability, and confidence in outcomes—particularly in complex, real-world environments involving multiple stakeholders, platforms, and jurisdictions.
 
For cities, governments, regulators, and operators, trust is not perceived as a cryptographic primitive or a network function. It is experienced as predictable system behavior, resilience under real conditions, accountability of AI-driven decisions, and alignment with societal and regulatory expectations. These are precisely the environments and use cases addressed within SG20’s mandate.
 
For this reason, SG20 believes it is premature to designate a single lead Study Group on trust at this stage. Trust technologies and trust frameworks are still evolving rapidly, and rigid structural decisions risk creating artificial boundaries rather than solving real coordination challenges. Even with a lead designation, it would remain difficult—and potentially counterproductive—to draw strict lines between Study Groups in such a broad and contextual domain.
 
Instead, SG20 strongly supports a process-first approach. We suggest focusing on identifying effective collaboration mechanisms, including a series of e-meetings between Study Group Chairs and our respective management teams between now and the next TSAG meeting. This would allow the necessary technical discussions to take place, enable the sharing of perspectives and approaches, and support the development of more implementable, coherent ITU-T standards. On that basis, TSAG would then be better positioned to consider any future decisions regarding coordination arrangements.
 
In this context, any coordination or lead role—should it be considered in the future—must be understood as facilitative, not as a gatekeeping or pre-screening mechanism for work items. Trust cannot be standardized through control; it must be built through cooperation, technical maturity, and shared responsibility.
 
Madam Chair, in my capacity as Chair of Study Group 20, I respectfully request that these views be reflected in your report, so that SG20’s position and concerns are clearly conveyed.
 
Let me conclude with this. Trust is layered, contextual, and outcome-driven. Secure technologies, trusted networks, and trustworthy deployed systems are complementary responsibilities across ITU-T. A collaborative, pragmatic approach will strengthen ITU-T’s credibility and ensure that trust is delivered where it matters most—in real systems, serving real people.
