Introduction	
The TSAG Rapporteur Group on Digital Transformation (RGDT) took place during TSAG meeting 26-30 January 2026, at 14:30 -15:45 CET on 28th January 2026 with captioning. 
Mr Ahmed Said, Egypt, Rapporteur of TSAG RGDT, chaired the meeting with the help from Mr Vijay Mauree as the TSB secretary to this RG. 

1. Opening and approval of the agenda [TD169]
The Rapporteur welcomed participants to the RGDT meeting.
The agenda of the RGDT meeting as found in TD169 was introduced by the Rapporteur and approved by the first session of RGDT meeting without modifications. 
2. Incoming LS/i/r on Work on Digital Transformation (reply to TSAG-LS7) 
It was noted that TSAG had sent LS to the study groups in ITU-T, ITU-D and ITU-R after its meeting and also to TDAG and the Intersector Coordination Group. The following LS were received from the IU-T SGs below in reply to TSAG LS:
a) [from ITU-T SG 2] in TD225
b) [From ITU-T SG 5] in TD211
c) [From ITU-T SG 11] in TD284
d) [From ITU-T SG 15] in TD234
e) [From ITU-T SG 20] in TD238

It was noted that the reply received from ITU-T SG 2 and SG15 mention that all their activities are related to digital transformation. RGDT Rapporteur mentioned that it would be appropriate for study groups to use the table that was included in the LS to provide the details of their activities on digital transformation and not to just state that all their activities are related to digital transformation. 
It is expected that other study groups will be submitting their information in near future. 
3. Contributions received

3.1. C21 Proposal for Establishing Joint Coordination Activity on Regional Digital Transformation (JCA-RDT) - ICT Research Institute (Iran (Islamic Republic of))
It was noted that this contribution was noted earlier in WP2 meeting and does not need to be considered in RG-DT meeting. 
3.2. Updates on sustainable digital transformation activities
Ms Cristina Bueti, TSB presented the activities of TSB on digital transformation as contained in TD187. The information in TD187 is included in the draft gap analysis report in TD310.
4. Update of gap analysis [ TD310 ]
The current draft of the gap analysis report in TD310 was presented by Vijay Mauree, TSB. It was noted that information received from the LS mentioned in section 2 above, were included in the report. Currently, the focus is on the stocktaking of the work in the different study groups in ITU and outside as well. The work on the gap analysis will be carried out once the stocktaking is completed. Information is still awaited from ITU-D and ITU-R on their work on digital transformation.
Representative of European Commission proposed that RG-DT uses the European Rolling Plan could be used for the gap analysis to obtain information about digital transformation standardization activities in other fora. This information will be added to the gap analysis report for the next RG-DT meeting. 
5. Monitor and progress on implementation of WTSA-24 Resolutions 106, 58, 69 and 86, as far as digital transformation is concerned, 
It was noted that the work related to monitoring progress on WTSA 24 Resolution 106 is ongoing with the work on the gap analysis. 
For the other Resolutions, it is proposed to follow up on the information on the WTSA-24 Action Plan that is provided at TSAG meetings and to send a LS to respective ITU-T SGs concerned.
For WTSA-24 Resolutions 58 it is proposed to send a LS to ITU-T SG 17 to provide an update on their standardization activities related to digital transformation for this Resolution.
For WTSA-24 Resolution 86 it is proposed to send a LS to all ITU-T Study Groups to provide an update with regards to the resolves to invite study groups of the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector in the Resolution as shown below:
1 to develop ITU-T Recommendations aimed at implementing emerging technologies, with a special  focus on developing countries;
2 to collaborate with the Smart Africa office in regard to standards relating to emerging technologies, with more emphasis on use cases and scenarios for developing countries through regional meetings, forums,  workshops, etc.
6. Collaborate with the TDAG and the Intersectoral Coordination Group on digital transformation 
It was noted that since the last TSAG meeting in May 2025, the next TDAG and ITU-D Study Groups meetings will be taking place later this year and it is expected that they will be sending the information after their meetings. With regards to the Intersectoral Coordination Group, it was noted that they discussed the LS from TSAG at their meeting and will be sending a reply to TSAG later. 
7. Outgoing LS 
Two LS will be sent as follows:
a) TD330 - ITU-T SG 17 to provide an update on their standardization activities related to digital transformation for WTSA-24 Resolution 58
b) TD329 - All ITU-T Study Groups to provide an update with regards to the resolves to invite study groups of the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector in the Resolution 86 as shown below:

1 to develop ITU-T Recommendations aimed at implementing emerging technologies, with a special  focus on developing countries;
2 to collaborate with the Smart Africa office in regard to standards relating to emerging technologies, with more emphasis on use cases and scenarios for developing countries through regional meetings, forums,  workshops, etc.

8. Planned future interim RGDT meetings
