4.a	General matters
RG-WPR considered the replies from ITU-T study groups to TSAG-LS10 concerning the consideration of the SG terms of reference at the opening of new work items. TD286 (ITU-T SG11), TD235 (ITU-T SG15), TD268 (ITU-T SG17) and TD237 (ITU-T SG20) were noted.
TSAG also noted TD216 from ITU-T SG2 on the topic of a new work item discussed between SG2 and SG13.
The meeting recalled the statement made by the BR Director during the TSAG opening plenary highlighting the complementary nature of the work ITU-T and ITU-R on topics of common interest and the coordinated approach of the secretariats.

RG-WPR noted TDs 177, 240 and 291 (IoT security), and TDs 301, 245 and 223 (Trust).

Korea (Rep. of) introduced C28 (Korea (Rep. of)) discussing options to formalize of the co-located quantum resistance (CQR) meetings between Questions of SGs 11, 13 and 17, into a joint rapporteur group or another appropriate mechanism. TD292, a LS from ITU-T SG17, provides more context.
RG-WPR also noted the progress made in RG-WM to provide more guidance on the mechanics of holding joint meetings of rapporteur groups, and the joint meetings of rapporteur groups of other study groups.
RG-WPR recommended that SGs should continue leveraging existing mechanisms such as joint meetings of rapporteur groups, and thanked the study groups, rapporteurs and delegates involved. 
6	Lead Study Group reports
Study Group Chairs (represented by TSB for SGs 5 and 12) presented their respective lead study group reports. 
RG-WPR took note of TD199 (Chair, ITU-T SG2), TD200 (Chair, ITU-T SG3), TD201 (ITU-T SG5), TD202 (Chair, ITU-T SG11), TD203 (Chair, ITU-T SG12), TD204 (Chair, ITU-T SG13), TD205 (Chair, ITU-T SG15), TD206 (ITU-T SG17), TD207 and TD258 (Chair, ITU-T SG20), TD208 (Chair, ITU-T SG21), and expressed appreciation for the progress made since the last TSAG meeting.
SG21 was invited to provide lessons learned about the consolidation of SG9 and SG16 through its next lead study group report. 
Delegates noted that it would be desirable to have a more common approach to ensure consistency in format and level of detail of the reports across the study groups.
