1	SG3 Lead Study Group Roles
WTSA-24 assigned three lead study group roles to ITU-T Study Group 3:
· Tariff and accounting principles relating to international telecommunication/ICT, 
· Economic issues relating to international telecommunication/ICT, and 
· Policy issues relating to international telecommunication/ICT.
2	Activities during the reporting period
During the reporting period between May 2025 and January 2026, SG3 held its second meeting of the study period in Geneva on 7 November 2025, preceded by a series of Rapporteur Group meetings held from 3 to 6 November 2025. Annex 1 provides the key results of the SG3 meeting. 
3	Activities of SG3 Regional Groups 
SG3 has six regional groups, of which five regional groups are active, and one regional group is established on an as-needed basis. 
In the reporting time frame, four regional groups met with strong participation of developing countries, which helped to prepare the SG3 meeting: 
· Report of SG3 Regional Group for the Asia and Oceania (SG3RG-AO) meeting held virtually on 10 February 2025 (SG3-TD53/PLEN); and
· Report of SG3 Regional Group for Latin America and the Caribbean (SG3RG-LAC) meeting held in Lima, Peru, 5-6 September 2024 (SG3-TD52/PLEN).
3.1	Determination of Draft new Regional Recommendation ITU-T D.502R “International mobile roaming in Asia and Oceania”
SG3 was informed of SG3RG-AO’s decision to apply the approval process as per Section 9.2 of WTSA Resolution 1 (Rev. Geneva, 2022) and to determine Draft new Regional Recommendation ITU-T D.502R “International mobile roaming in Asia and Oceania”, as contained in SG3-TD76/PLEN.
4	Activities of Focus Group on Cost Models for Affordable Data Services (FG-CD)
The final progress report of Focus Group on Costing Models for Affordable Data Services (FG-CD) was presented in SG3-TD77/PLEN, providing a total of six deliverables to SG3. 
SG3 noted that FG-CD has concluded its activities and is now considered closed.
5	Cooperation with ITU-T Lead Study Groups, TSAG, and ITU-D and ITU-R
SG3 sent the following liaison statements:
· To ITU-T SG2 on an additional joint Rapporteur Group meeting on OTT related definitions (SG3-LS10),

SG3 liaised with ITU-R on work items dealing with cost and economic aspects of satellite Internet connectivity (SG3-LS13).
