	Call for participation: Development of no-reference video quality measurement techniques


Dear Sir/Madam,
At its recent meeting in Geneva, January 2025, ITU-T Study Group 12 (Performance, Quality of Service and Quality of Experience) approved the test plan for the development of Recommendation ITU-T J.noref on no‑reference video quality measurement techniques. 
Key elements of the test plan include:
· Resolution: FHD only (1920x1080, horizontal/vertical with vertical format applicable only to mobile displays);
· Codec: H.264, H.265, VP9, AV1, VVC (0.1–30 Mbps);
· Transmission error: not allowed;
· Subjective test method: ACR;
· PVS duration: 5 seconds;
· Displays: TV monitors, PC monitors, mobile displays (display resolutions should exceed FHD);
· The NR model is expected to handle coding artefacts and camera impairments. The evaluation will be performed in two tracks: models without impairments, and models with impairments.
Organizations who wish to participate in this project should express their interest by email to Mr Martin Adolph (E-mail: Martin.Adolph@itu.int) no later than 5 March 2025, 1700 hours CET. Participating organizations are expected to conduct subjective tests.
