	Second meeting of ITU-T Focus Group on Embodied Artificial Intelligence for Multimedia Technologies (FG-EAI) (Geneva, 11 July 2026)


Dear Sir/Madam,
1	It is my pleasure to invite you to attend the second meeting of the ITU-T Focus Group on Embodied Artificial Intelligence for Multimedia Technologies (FG-EAI), which is scheduled to take place at ITU headquarters, in Geneva, Switzerland on Saturday 11 July 2026 and will be held as physical meeting with remote participation.
This FG-EAI meeting will be held during the ITU-T Study Group 21 meeting (6-17 July 2026, see TSB Collective letter 6/21) and back-to-back with the AI for Good Global Summit, which is being organized from 7 to 10 July 2026 at Palexpo, Geneva, Switzerland. A workshop on embodied AI is also planned as part of the AI for Good Global Summit framework. 
Background and objectives: The first FG-EAI e-meeting (6-7 May 2026) agreed on the working group structure, which was made available in the FG-EAI-O-001. Contributions to the second meeting should be submitted according to that working structure and with the objective to initiate studies on new work items (technical reports and/or technical specifications). Please note that a justification template has been developed for this purpose. In addition, the discussions at the following interim WG e-meetings should also be taken into consideration:
· WG1 “Foundational Architecture and Terminology”, 8-9 June 2026 (1200-1500 Geneva time);
· WG7 “Human Alignment & Interaction”, 10-11 June 2026 (1200-1500 Geneva time);

2	Mr Yuntao Wang (CAICT, China) is appointed as Chair of the FG‑EAI. Messrs Shin‑Gak Kang (ETRI, Republic of Korea) and Avinash Agarwal (Ministry of Communications, India) are appointed as Vice‑chairs of FG-EAI and as Chairs of WG1 and WG7, respectively. Additional leaders will be appointed by the FG-EAI to strengthen the FG Management team and to enable the work of the other WGs. See document FGEAI-I-002R2 if you are interested in proposing a candidature.
3	FG-EAI will study how embodied artificial intelligence (EAI) can support human‑centric multimedia applications by examining its core technical abilities, such as understanding the physical world, learning from trial and error, and collaborating with humans and their environments. It will study key underlying technologies, including real and virtual datasets, closed‑loop control, world‑model training, and advanced human-machine interaction. More details on the scope of activities are found in the FG-EAI terms of reference.
4	Participation in the FG-EAI is free of charge and open to any individual from all sectors and relevant disciplines coming from a country that is a member of ITU and who is willing to contribute actively to the work. Those interested in following or participating in this work are invited to subscribe to a dedicated mailing list; details on how to subscribe can be found at: https://www.itu.int/en/ITU-T/focusgroups/eai/Pages/reg.aspx.
5	The group will operate under the procedures set out in Recommendation ITU-T A.7. The Focus Group lifetime is set for one year from the first meeting with possibility of extension. The discussions will be held in English only.
6	To enable ITU to make the necessary arrangements, participants are requested to register to FG-EAI meeting online via the FG-EAI homepage. Please note that registration is required for remote, as well as on-site participation. Pre-registration of participants for the events is carried out exclusively online.
7	Written contributions to address the objectives highlighted above and in line with the FG-EAI terms of reference are strongly encouraged. Written contributions should be submitted to the TSB Secretariat (tsbfgeai@itu.int) in electronic format using the templates available from the FG-EAI homepage (https://www.itu.int/go/fgeai). 
The contribution deadline for the second meeting of FG-EAI is set to 28 June 2026.
NOTE: The contribution deadlines for the interim e-meetings of WG1 and WG7 are 1 June 2026 and 3 June 2026, respectively.
8	The meeting agenda, documents and other practical information (including remote participation) will be available via the FG-EAI homepage in advance of the meeting.
9	I would remind you, if required, visas must be requested before the date of arrival in Switzerland from the embassy or consulate representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. Deadlines vary, so it is suggested to check directly with the appropriate representation and apply early.
For ITU Member States, Sector Members, Associates or Academia members, if problems are encountered, the Union can, at the official request of the administration or entity you represent, approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa. Once your registration has been approved by your organization’s registration focal point, there is normally a 15-day delay before the visa request letter is issued. Therefore, requests should be made by checking the corresponding box on the registration form no later than one month before the meeting.
