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FOREWORD

The International Telecommunication Union (ITU) is the United Nations specialized agency in the field of telecommunications. The ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T) is a permanent organ of ITU. ITU-T is responsible for studying technical, operating and tariff questions and issuing Recommendations on them with a view to standardizing telecommunications on a worldwide basis.

The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA), which meets every four years, establishes the topics for study by the ITU‑T study groups which, in turn, produce Recommendations on these topics.

The approval of ITU-T Recommendations is covered by the procedure laid down in WTSA Resolution 1.

In some areas of information technology which fall within ITU-T’s purview, the necessary standards are prepared on a collaborative basis with ISO and IEC.
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RESOLUTION 37

Alternative approval process for ITU‑T

(Montreal, 2000)

The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (Montreal, 2000),

considering

a)
that the ITU Convention (Minneapolis, 1998) specifies that Member States and Sector Members shall adopt questions to be studied in accordance with procedures established by the relevant assembly, including the indication whether or not a resulting recommendation shall be the subject of a formal consultation of Member States;

b)
that procedures for adopting questions and the indication noted in a) above are found in WTSA Resolution 1;

c)
that the Convention further specifies that recommendations adopted by a study group in accordance with procedures established by the relevant assembly which do not require formal consultation of Member States for their approval shall be considered as approved;

d)
that Resolution 82 (Minneapolis, 1998) of the Plenipotentiary Conference invites each Sector to develop its own procedures for approving questions and recommendations using an alternative approval process;

e)
that such procedures have been developed by TSAG in order to allow ITU‑T to respond more quickly to the needs of the telecommunication marketplace for ITU‑T Recommendations,

further considering

that these procedures may need to be modified between WTSAs as experience is gained in their application,

resolves

1
that the alternative approval process for ITU‑T shall be found in ITU‑T A.8, which shall be in force as of the conclusion of this WTSA;

that revisions to the relevant procedures for adoption of questions and recommendations may be initiated by TSAG for approval by Member States between WTSAs, using the approval procedure found in Resolution 1.
