1.	By TSB Circular 179 of 16 October 1995, the TSB announced the approval of ITU-T Recommendation F.32 (previously F.96), in accordance with Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Helsinki, 1993). Consequently, the TSB has prepared a new List of Telegram Destination Indicators, which are, in accordance with ITU-T Recommendation F.32, allocated to countries/geographical areas or networks (first two letters), and assigned to telegraph offices (third and fourth letters). This new List also contains special origin indicators and indicators to be used in the preamble line of Government telegrams to designate international organizations pursuant to Recommendation F.1, A218.

2.
