Introduction of a new NPA (Numbering Plan Area) 340 for United States Virgin Islands�in World Numbering Zone 1


	Virgin Islands Telephone Corporation (VITELCO), St. Thomas, announces that the new NPA (Numbering Plan Area) 340 has been assigned to the United States Virgin Islands by the North American Numbering Plan Administration (NANPA).


	VITELCO will be responsible for the administration of the central office codes (NXX) within the area of the NPA 340.


	The news NPA 340 will replace the existing NPA 809 for all current telephone numbers in the United States Virgin Islands. Existing NXX are 513, 690, 692, 693, 712 to 715, 719 and 770 to 779.


	The new NPA will be activated on 1 June 1997 at 1201 hours, local time. The permissive dialling period, during which the old NPA code 809 and the new NPA code 340 will be accepted will begin on the same date and will end on 30 June 1998 at 2359 hours, local time.  After 30 June 1998 calls dialled with the old NPA code 809 will be routed to intercept.


	All international and domestic carriers are asked to ensure that the new NPA 340 has been activated throughout their networks prior to 1 June 1997. A test number for the new NPA code will be activated on 18 May 1997 at 1201 hours, local time. This number will be deactivated on 30 July 1998 at 2359 hours, local time. The test number will be +1 340 715 1234. The recorded message at the test number will indicate that a call has been successfully completed to the new NPA code 340 of the United States Virgin Islands.  In the event that calls cannot be completed to the new NPA code, this information should be reported to: Tel: +1 809 775 7160 or to Fax: +1 809 775 1649.


	The starting date for switching systems in the new NPA 340 to begin transmitting 340 for Automatic Number Identification (ANI) purposes, will be coordinated by the Virgin Islands Telephone Corporation with the interexchange carriers.


	The dialling format for the new NPA 340 remains the same and is as follows:


all home NPA (HNPA) local calls will be dialled on a seven-digit basis with no prefix, i.e. NXX XXXX;


all HNPA inter-island calls (calls between the islands of St. Thomas, St. Croix and St. John) will be dialled on a seven-digit basis with no prefix, i.e. NXX XXXX;


all foreign NPA (FNPA) direct dialled calls to other destinations in the NANPA area will be dialled with a prefix “1” and ten digits, i.e. 1 FNPA NXX XXXX;


all operator assisted calls within the NANPA area, including credit card, collect, and third party calls, will be dialled with a “0” prefix followed by ten digits, i.e. 0 NPA NXX XXXX;


all direct dialled calls to destinations outside of the NANPA area will be dialled with the “011” international access code followed by the country code, city code and subscriber number;


all operator assisted calls to destinations outside of the NANPA area will be dialled with the “01” international access code followed by the country code, city code and subscriber number.

	In addition to the above communication, the Department of Trade & Industry has provided the following information concerning the licence issued by the Administration of the United Kingdom:


	“… The UK Administration is continuing to receive further applications for international facilities licences. These are under active consideration and the successful applicants will be given ROA status…


�
	… Under the UK’s International Facilities Licence (IFL) the new licensees are permitted to provide a full range of international telephone services from the UK…. They may own and control the switching and transmission capacity over which they provide services. Those services may be provided by satellite and international cable on any choice of routing. The range of services which licensee may offer is broad – anything consisting in the conveyance of signals except that IFL licensees may not offer mobile, domestic (UK) broadcast services, international simple resale or conditional access services (they may hold e.g. an ISR licence as well). Furthermore, IFL licensees may not provide domestic United Kingdom telecom services under their IFL authorization. Licensees are permitted to offer capacity on international cables, satellite earth stations and switching capacity for the conveyance of international services.”
