	Cable & Wireless (W.I.) Ltd., Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, on behalf of the Government of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, will be responsible for the administration of the central office codes within the “784” NPA.

	The introduction of the “784” NPA, and the beginning of a permissive dialling period, will take place at 1200 hours AST (Atlantic Standard Time) on Monday, 1 June 1998. The permissive dialling period will end at 2359 hours on Monday, 31 May 1999. During the permissive dialling period either “809” or “784” will be acceptable in a dialled number terminating in the new “784” NPA. After the permissive dialling period, calls dialled to Saint Vincent and the Grenadines with the “809” NPA will be routed to intercept.

	Also on Monday 1 June 1998 all new NXX codes activated in Saint Vincent and the Grenadines will be assigned in the new “784” NPA code only. These new NXXs may be duplicates of NXXs already assigned in the “809” NPA, and calls to these new NXXs must be dialled with the new “784” NPA code, to avoid being routed to another destination.

	The existing NXX codes are: 456, 457, 458, 485, 490 and 493.

�	All international and domestic carriers are asked to ensure that the new “784” NPA code has been activated throughout their networks prior to 1 June 1998. A test number, +1 784 485 8378, to verify the routing of “784” NPA will be available from 1 May 1998 until 31 May 1999. Calls successfully completed through the test number, will receive a recorded announcement.

	The dialling format will be as follows:

·	All home NPA (HNPA) local calls will be dialled on a seven-digit basis with no prefix: NXX XXXX (seven digits);

·	All foreign NPA (FNPA) direct dialled calls to other destinations in the NANP area will be dialled with a prefix “1” plus ten digits: 1 FNPA NXX XXXX (1 and ten digits);

·	All operator assisted calls within the NANP area, including credit card, collect and third party calls will be dialled with a prefix “0” plus ten digits: 0 NPA NXX XXXX (0 and ten digits).
