There will be a period of transparent parallel running until 5 July 1999.

	Advance notification of the introduction of the new country code +423 was provided to telecommunication administrations and operators worldwide in ITU Operational Bulletins No. 660 of 15 January 1998 and No. 678 of 15 October 1998, and was communicated direct to your organization by Swisscom, writing on our behalf in a letter dated 21 September 1998. Please disregard this notice if your organization has already fully implemented the new country code +423 (ITU-T Recommendation E.164) for Liechtenstein.

	The new country code 423 for  Liechtenstein (ITU-T Recommendation E.164) was officially introduced in Liechtenstein on 5 April 1999 at 0100 hours UTC.

	It should therefore already be possible for all callers worldwide to call existing numbers in Liechtenstein by dialling the country code +423 followed by a national (significant) number of seven digits. In addition, during a period of parallel running until 5 July 1999 it should remain possible to call numbers in Liechtenstein by dialling the Swiss country code +41 followed by the area code 75 and the seven digits of the Liechtenstein subscriber numbers.

	The Liechtenstein public has been officially informed of the change and advised to use and communicate the new country code to all their foreign contacts, including those in your organi�zation’s country, with effect from 5 April 1999. Owing to the unavailability of the new country code +423 in a number of countries, users both in and outside Liechtenstein are experiencing an increasing level of frustration and confusion.

	We therefore ask for your utmost cooperation in this matter and request your organization to take immediate steps to ensure that the following action is taken in your country:

	1	To condition your network, with amendment of international signalling point codes where necessary, so as to enable calls to be routed as they are currently routed. Callers in your country must be able with immediate effect to use the new country code +423, followed by the seven digits of the national (significant) number.

		Charging information

		The charges currently applicable for calls made to Liechtenstein under the Swiss country code +41 (followed by 75) are still valid. Future changes in respect of charging will be communicated to your organization separately if and when they are introduced.

–	preparing specifications for new licences for public services and modifications to existing specifications;

–	proposing equipment programmes and infrastructure work relating to the operation of such services.

	“All coordination requests addressed to the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia directly to the Ministry of Telecommunications of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, or through the instruments of the International Telecommunication Union, originated, but not ended before 24 March 1999, or those being originated after 24 March 1999 shall be kept in suspense until further note. This applies to all requests, accorded to the Radio Regulations or to all Regional or Bilateral Agreements, published in the Weekly Circulars of the Bureau of Radiocommunication of the International Telecommunication Union, or in the Special Sections annexed to it, or addressed directly to the Ministry of Tele�communications of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia. No coordination request shall be considered as long as the NATO aggression to the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and state of the war in our Country is existing.

	The regular procedure of the coordination shall be re-established after the cease of the aggression to the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and lift of the state of the war in our Country, of what I shall accurately inform you, and through you, the concerned countries by an appropriate letter.”

Note from the TSB



1.	In pursuance of the provisions of Chapter VI of the Constitution of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992) and the provisions of Article 7 of  the International Telecommunication Regulations (Melbourne, 1988), Administrations/ROAs should notify the ITU of their service restrictions, either temporarily or permanently, relating to the various international telecommunications services offered to the pubic, the suspension of services and the subsequent return to normal conditions, either generally or only for certain relations and/or for certain kinds of correspondence, outgoing, incoming or in transit. The TSB of the ITU shall immediately bring such information to the attention of all other Administrations/ROAs, using the more appropriate means of communication.�

2.	For many years, information concerning the Service Restrictions has been individually published in the ITU Operational Bulletins and then collected in a "Recapitulatory Table of Service Restrictions" which was published as Annex to the ITU Operational Bulletin.



3.
