Supplementary information for the weekend tourist:
If you want to explore the Washington DC and Maryland during your stay, then I suggest checking out the following links for useful information. Then proceed to the following attractions listed below. Note: most tourist attractions and museums in Washington DC are free. So, just get over there and have some fun. (
Note: The most common tourist driving error is to make a right turn on red traffic light in DC while driving. However, it is permitted in Maryland and Virginia after a short stop and yielding to the incoming traffic to make a right turn on red traffic light, unless specifically stated by the traffic sign. So, watch out for this inconsistency.

4. National Museum of American History (for the history buffs).
