SG 19 Futures

This important topic was addressed so that SG 19’s views could be provided to TSAG in the context of the TSAG discussions on Study Group restructuring.
The participants noted the rationale for the creation of the SSG, which subsequently became SG 19, and reiterated the continued and growing importance of mobility studies making the rationale for this work even stronger today than when the SSG was created.

The following points have strong consensus (i.e., unanimous agreement):

· Mobility-related studies should continue as a discrete and highly visible activity.

· Mobility and Fixed-Mobile Convergence studies should be treated as a single block of work within the context of Study group restructuring.

There were several views expressed that SG 19 should continue as a discrete Study Group but there was also recognition that this may not be agreed at WTSA-2008 based on a variety of criteria.

· If SG 19 becomes a WP within an appropriate SG, there is strong consensus that some form of the phrase “Mobility and FMC” must be included in the title of the larger group in order to ensure an ongoing high profile is given to this essential aspect of the work of ITU-T.

The Liaison Statement to TSAG concerning SG 19 futures is in TD 598R1.
Key results of individual Questions

Q.1/19 “Service and network capability requirements and network architecture”

· Reviewed, and agreed to the proposal of continuation of the activities of Q.1/19 under Questions entitled “Applying IMS and IMT in Developing Country mobile telecom networks” TD 580R1 and “Mobile telecom network architecture for NGN” TD 584R1.

Joint Q.2/19 “Mobility management”, Q.5/19 “Convergence of evolving IMT-2000 networks with evolving fixed networks” and Q.6/13 ”NGN mobility and fixed-mobile convergence” - Mobility management

· Active and productive technical discussions were held on Q.MMF, Q.LMF, and Q.HCF (formerly Q.HMF). Q.MMF is considered stable.

· Reviewed, and agreed to the proposal of continuation of a Question entitled “Mobility Management” TD 552R2.

Q.3/19 “Identification of existing and evolving IMT-2000 systems”
· Agreed to baseline text for the new draft Recommendation Q.1742.7 “IMT-2000 References (approved as of 31 December 2007) to ANSI-41 evolved Core Network with cdma2000 Access Network” and for new Recommendation Q.1741.5 “IMT-2000 references to Release 7 of GSM evolved UMTS core network”. It is proposed that this be approved at a special SG 19 plenary requested for approx. 12 September 2008.

· Reviewed, and agreed to the proposal of continuation of a Question entitled “Identification of evolving IMT systems and beyond” TD 585R1.

Q.4/19 “Preparation of a handbook on IMT-2000”
· New text for Chapter 5 was proposed, reviewed and agreed for incorporation in the Handbook. It is proposed that this Handbook be approved at a special SG 19 plenary requested for approx. 12 September 2008.

· Reviewed, and agreed to the proposal of continuation of a Question entitled “Step-by-step migration to the NGN networks” TD 581R2. The scope of the revised Question was changed to provide more essential deliverables. 
Joint Q.2/19, Q.5/19 and Q.6/13 - Fixed-mobile convergence

· Q. FMC-IMS was re-organised per the decision to limit its scope to convergence mechanisms implemented at the IMS level. It was agreed to defer the target completion date to 1Q 2009 in order to allow for alignment with 3GPP R8 specifications on multi-media session continuity and IMS centralised services. Material on transport level convergence was added to an annex with the intent to add references to relevant clauses from other recommendations (e.g. LMF and HCF) as they become available.

· A revised question entitled “Convergence of existing and evolving IMT and fixed networks”, merging text from Q.5/19 and the FMC parts of Q.6/13) TD 553R2 was agreed, taking into account the convergence opportunities offered by new technologies such as home Base Stations (a.k.a. femto-cells) and relevant standardization projects of other SDOs.
· Joint meeting of Q.2/19, Q.5/19, Q.6/13 and Q.29/16 discussed TD 551, An updated revision of TP.MMSM (Service Mobility for Multimedia Service Architecture), a Technical Paper from Q.29/16 on the feasibility of multimedia service mobility. Of particular interest for FMC is the concept on intersecting user, device, service and network profiles to arrive at service handover discussions and Q.29/16 was encouraged to and agreed to elaborate on this aspect.
