

	RESOLUTION GSC-15/M:  (Plenary) Machine to Machine (New) 


The 15th Global Standards Collaboration meeting (Beijing, August 30 – September 2, 2010)
Recognizing:

a) M2M has become mainstream following global government and private initiatives as well as positive industry trends.
b) The M2M market represents a huge potential both in terms of size and growth for all parties involved in the M2M value chain.  
c) According to UK-based research firm IMS Research while there are about 5 billion devices connected to the Internet, the potential for greatest growth comes from machine-to-machine (M2M) deployments.  This has the potential to go way beyond industrial applications to encompass increasingly sophisticated smart grids, networked security cameras and sensors, connected home appliances and HVAC equipment, ITS infrastructure for traffic and parking management, etc. (IMS Research press release, August 19, 2010).
d) An obstacle standing in the way of reaching economies of scale in the M2M area, for both manufacturers and solution providers, is the lack of standards.  

Considering:
a) M2M standards are seen around the world as a critical catalyst of the M2M expansion.
b) Standards alone are not necessarily conducive to economies of scale if they are not compatible worldwide.
c) Standard compatibility can be ipso facto addressed by global common standards.
d) That many organizations around the world, including PSOs, either directly or indirectly, are working on M2M standardization; thereby increasing the possibility of creating redundant or conflicting standards.
e) That global coordination and collaboration should reduce the risk of standard duplication and confusion. 
f) That global coordination and collaboration should increase standardization effectiveness and efficiency.
g) That the lack of effective and compatible standards could continue to lead to fractured ecosystems and disparate interfaces.
h) That unique, global standards should be developed whenever and wherever possible.
i) That on-going coordination and collaboration can be better achieved within a small structure.
j) That GSC’s mandate is to foster synergy and reduce duplication.
Resolves:
1) To establish a GSC M2M Standardization Task Force (MSTF) to facilitate global coordination and harmonization.
2) To promote, as much as possible, continental representation in the proposed MSTF.
3) That the MSTF report to GSC -16 its recommendations for global coordination of M2M standards.
4) To facilitate the MSTF coordination through identifying leadership among organizations interested in M2M standardization for well defined critical components and features of the M2M value chain.
5) That the MSTF invite other organizations to work with the PSO members of the MSTF to further the goal of global harmonization of M2M standards.
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
