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Extracts from the draft Report of the TSAG meeting held in Geneva (8-11 February 2011) (TD 247R1/TSAG)

The TSAG report of February 2011 highlighted accessibility as follows:

1. Paragraph 6: Director, TSB: Highlights of 2010 including outcome of Plenipotentiary Conference 2010”
The TSB Director reported on the highlights of ITU-T in 2010 (TD 232/TSAG; includes the report and the presentation). 

Extract from TD 232/TSAG 

“Accessibility
WTSA-08 Resolution 70 was the first ITU text embracing the topic of accessibility and since then WTD C-10 (Resolutions 58 and 70) and PP-10 (Resolution 175) followed suit. The technical and coordination work in the ITU-T sector in the accessibility area are performed respectively by Study Group 16 (Q26/16), Study Group 2 (Q4/2) and the Joint Coordination Activity on Accessibility and Human Factors (JCA-AHF).

ITU-T/TSB has been involved in about 30 events concerning accessibility since the last TSAG meeting. Captioning was provided for eight meetings.

ITU together with the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) hosted a Web Accessibility Workshop for United Nations systems and other international organizations at WIPO headquarters, Geneva, 2 – 5 February 2010. The objective was to help UN technical staff engaged in web design better meet the needs of users with disabilities.
ITU co-organized a one day workshop on Accessibility to ICTs at the World Expo 2010 in Shanghai, China on 23 July 2010 as part of i-CREATe 2010. i-CREATe 2010’s 4th International Convention for Rehabilitation Engineering and Assistive Technology was dedicated to the promotion of assistive technologies that can improve the lives of the elderly and people with disabilities and to provide a platform to address current and future development in these areas. 
The World Standards Cooperation also raised awareness in the workshop “Accessibility and the contribution of International Standards” held 3-5 November 2010 to review and examine the standards needed for facilitating the development of accessible solutions around the world.

A workshop jointly organized by ITU-T, ITU-R and EBU (European Broadcast Union) on 23-24 November 2010 suggested in the workshop output document to create such a focus group under the leadership of ITU-T SG16 during the next meeting of SG16 (see TD 225/TSAG).

In the framework of the Internet Governance Forum, TSB continues to lead the Dynamic Coalition on Accessibility and Human Factors (DCAD).”
Extracts from the Director’s presentation:
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2. Paragraph 8.6: Accessibility
USA presented TSAG-C.48 “Accessibility and PP10 Resolution 175”.

TSAG invited the TSB Director to report on the work being done by TSB to implement Resolution 175, to send a communication to all study group chairmen reminding them that remote participation is available through electronic tools, and that the TSB Director ask the Accessibility Task Force created by Secretary-General to give the TSB Director an update on a regular basis on any studies that include the issues and suggested studies in C48, advise as to action plan steps being taken to maintain accessibility features whenever undertaking renovations or changing the use of space at a facility and on their progress of implementing Resolution 175.

TSB presented TD 225/TSAG “Accessibility work since the last TSAG meeting”, and TSAG noted the letter from EBU TD 248/TSAG.
In recognition of the importance of the subject, TSAG considered favourably the proposal to establish a focus group under ITU-T SG 16, while noting the provisions of ITU-T A.7, clause 2.1.2.2 for the establishment of focus groups between TSAG meetings.

Members were encouraged to contribute to the voluntary fund for accessibility.
The Convener of JCA-AHF (Accessibility and Human Factors), Ms Andrea Saks, presented TD 212/TSAG “Concerns and Comments by the JCA-AHF Convener on: PP10 Resolution 175, Proposed ‘Accessibility’ Focus Groups, ICT Museum and Accessible workspace for Persons with Disabilities”.
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
