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Terms of Reference
Correspondence Group on 
SG 17’s role in child online protection
Background
COM 17 - TD 1546 suggests that ITU-T SG 17 addresses security-related guidelines/standards on Child Online Protection (COP).
As a result of contributions and a special SG 17 meeting on COP, members agreed that further investigation is required to enable SG 17 to gain a better understanding of the overall meaning of the term “child online protection” and its various aspects including the various international/regional/national organizations and entities engaged in this area. This will help SG 17 to determine what possible technical role it may play in this area. In order to undertake this assessment and to ensure that SG 17 properly informed on the topic before making any decisions regarding specific projects in this area, this Correspondence Group is established with the following terms of reference.
Terms of Reference
1. The Correspondence Group will report to SG 17. The group will gather information and compile a report on activities and initiatives already underway to gain a better understanding of the COP landscape and to identify possible areas where SG 17 has expertise. It will include in its report, an assessment of possible technical work that SG 17 is equipped to undertake as a result of its particular mandate and expertise.
2. The Correspondence Group will deliver its report as an input document at least 21 calendar days prior to the start of the 2011 August/September SG 17 meeting.
3. In fulfilling its mandate, the Correspondence Group must take into consideration that the SG 17 focus is limited to technical measures and it must take into consideration the need to ensure optimization in the use of resources and the need to avoid duplication of effort. (It is noted the ITU Council Working Group on COP is addressing broad aspects of this topic.)
4. The Correspondence Group will use the email list cg-cop17@lists.itu.int. The Correspondence Group interactions may include e mail exchange via the email list, virtual meetings, and electronic meetings.
5. The Correspondence Group will operate from April 2011 until the August/September 2011 SG 17 meeting.
6. The Correspondence Group convenor will be Mr. Jae Hoon Nah.
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
