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FG Distraction welcomes the LS statement from Question 26/16 and the inclusion of the needs of drivers with disabilities in our work.  We recognize the need for inclusiveness in conducting our work and we accept the proposed changes with a slight change from “users with disabilities” to “drivers with disabilities” and recommend that they be accepted into our Terms of References. The reason for this change is that we are focusing on driver distraction and we do not anticipate changes to the passenger’s experience. 
The recommended changes are as follows:

1. In the Scope section, in the first paragraph, replace “…Standards Development Organizations (SDOs) and Government/Industry forums” with “…Standards Development Organizations (SDOs), Government/Industry forums, organisations of persons with disabilities and drivers with disabilities.”

2. In the list of work items replace “Liaison with other SDOs and government/industry forums” with “Liaison with other SDOs, government/industry forums, organisations of persons with disabilities and drivers with disabilities”

In ensuring the inclusion organizations of persons with disabilities and drivers with disabilities, we would request Q26/16 to provide FG Distraction with contacts with organizations of persons with disabilities which can participate in our work.
