Mr William Pechey, Question 26/16 Rapporteur mentioned the ITU workshop that was organized at the end of last year on “Telecommunications Relay Services. The outcomes will be fed into the Q26/16 studies. The full information of the event can be found at:

Comments were made that because the meeting was held during the American holiday Thanksgiving that there was only one representative from the USA present. The unfortunate timing of the event prevented an accurate picture of the true status and experience of relay service providers. On behalf of the FG AVA Chair, Mr John Lee highlighted the 3rd meeting of the FG AVA, which was held in Barcelona Spain on 19 January 2012. Mr William Pechey, Rapporteur for Question 26/16 introduced documents 177 “Information on video relay study conducted in Canada” and document 178 “ITU-T Q.26/16 rapporteur meeting, 23 March 2012, London, UK – extracts from meeting details announcement”. As in the comments above the meeting was remote and a room was set aside for SG2 delegates to witness how remote accessible meetings are held.  The full report from that meeting and comments from the convener on how to improve access remotely for Persons with disabilities will be in the next meeting.

The Co-convener Mr Floris van Nes, also rapporteur for question 4/2 introduced document 184 “First draft of Q.4/2 study question for 2012-2015” and document 176 “Extract from TD 296 (PLEN/2) “Proposed texts of Questions for the 2012-2015 study period” - Annex 4 – Draft revised text for Q.4/2.” Also discussed was documents C139 from BT, the UK, Orange and France and Orange to move and merge Q4 with SG16 / Q26.  This was not well received for several reasons and is illuminated in the Q4 / SG2report
ITU-T FG AVA
On behalf of the FG AVA Chair, Mr John Lee presented the most recent and future activities of the ITU-T FG AVA in 2012. All the information and details are on the FG AVA (http://itu.int/en/ITU-T/focusgroups/ava/Pages/default.aspx). 
TSAG and A.7 revision on-going discussions
The convener along with others has submitted wording that will allow the TSB to fund access to meetings for Persons with Disabilities. The proposed revision to A.7 will then be in line with the accessibility PP-10 Resolution 175 and the UNCRP. Discussions will continue into the next TSAG in July 2012 and WTSA-12.

The convener asked permission to change the agenda order and of the Mrs Susan Schorr, Head of the Special Initiatives Division in BDT (ITU-D) presented document 180 after item 3 of the agenda.   The presentation was a Power Point listing all the activities of ITU-D regarding Persons with Disabilities .Please give the number of the documents here.  Two participants from Africa were connected to the work of the ITU-D and Mrs Susan Schorr so that further work could be considered.

Mr Yamaguchi Norifumi, JCA-AHF representative in BR, briefly commented the World Radio Conference and the next meeting of ITU-R SG6B. This was also discussed during the session with the Liaison regarding the compatibility issues regarding hearing aid and radio frequencies. It was noted that Gallaudet University is beginning work with representatives from NASA who are active in the WRC and ITU-R (Document 174: “LS to ETSI ERM (ERM Radio Microphones, Cordless Audio and Audio Links) TG17 on Technical characteristics of wireless aids for hearing impaired people operating in the VHF and UHF frequency range”).

Coordination and collaboration outside ITU
7.1 
ISO/IEC (revision of ISO IEC Guide 71)

During the Open Consultation Mr Major brought up the accessibility problems members of DCAD had to face in Nairobi at the IGF in 2011

During the MAG meeting it was accepted the IGF 2012 theme will be “Internet governance for sustainable human, social and economic development”. As in the previous years, accessibility is included in “Access and diversity” main theme.

The Convener commented document 168:  Conference of G3ict and OCAD (University Inclusive Design Research Centre and Inclusive Design Institute) “Designing Enabling Economies and Policies” 23 – 25 May2012, OCAD University, Toronto, Canada. The convener will ask the organizers to invite Mr John Lee as JCA-AHF representative at the Conference. 

The Convener commented document 169: Invitation to the conference REACH112 Project Final Conference "21st Century Telecommunications Equality and Next Generation 112 Accessibility", Santiago de C. Spain, 28 – 29 June 2012. 

Related to the event of Reach112, Dr Leo Lehman, OFCOM, JCA-AHF representative in ITU-T SG13 was invited to talk about his award at the Kaleidoscope 2011 for his paper on Total Conversation, an ITU standard and how it relates to greater access for Persons with Disabilities. It was also noted to thank Dr Lehman who donated his prize money so that TSB secretariat Alexandra Gaspari could be sent to the FGAVA in Spain to avoid contravening the restrictions of A.7 preventing any funding of Focus Groups even if they are for Persons with Disabilities. He was given a round of applause.
