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>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes, Andrea.  It's Andrea? 

>>  Hello. 

>>  This is Arun. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Hi, Arun. 

   (Echo)

>> ARUN MEHTA:  How are you?  I have an echo. 

>>  You need to separate the speakers and the mic.  Your mic is picking up speaker. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I have muted the, we are using a special (inaudible) or not (beep). 

>>  Hi.  I made it. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yeah.  Arun, can you hear me? 

   (Echo)

>> ARUN MEHTA:  Yes, I can. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I hear echo too.  Using a computer? 

>>  Hi, everyone, this is Fernando. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Hi, Fernando.  Arun, are you using a computer? 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  Yes, I am.  I am using a headset.  I'm not using speaker.  So the problem is not at my end. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Can you dial back in again? 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  I can do that. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Dial back in.  We will wait for you.  (Overlapping speakers). 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Hello. 

>>  Hello, it's Xiaoya from TSB. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Hi, Xiaoya. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  I hope everybody had an Easter vacation. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We did.  Thank you.  Which is great (beep) who else just entered? 

>>  This is Arun once again. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Arun, do you have a mute thing on your mic? 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  All right.  Well, I don't mind hearing you twice.  We will, through it, sometimes the computers, there is something called star 1 which shuts off the mic in your computer.  You want to see if that works. 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  In order to talk to you I have to unmute the mic which is what I just did.  But I'm going to mute it back again. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  It's working now.  There is no echo now.  Okay. 

>>  It's much better. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Much better.  All right.  I have a few minutes past 1 here.  We have an hour and a half.  I'm waiting to see who else joins us.  I have apologies from Cynthia.   (Static). 

I can hear static.  So can Mary Kay.  Mary Kay is our captioner today.  So for Mary Kay's benefit, don't forget to say who you are.  I know she is very good and she knows a lot of people.  Remember to speak who you are.  So far, we just have Joshua, Alexandra, Arun, and Fernando.  Is that correct? 

>>  And Xiaoya (beep). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  And Xiaoya.  Excuse me, I beg your pardon.  I know Gerry is planning to join. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Andrea, I just joined. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Hurrah! Okay. 

I suppose, what time do you have there? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Here it's 2:04, 1404. 

>>  Sorry, say again? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  1404, 2:04. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That is what I have, I have 1:04 here.  We will give one more minute.  Then we will start.  We are hoping  (static) comes on. 

Okay, we are going to start.  I think we have done the introductions, because there is nobody else on except us chickens. 

I'm going to open the meeting. 

>>  (Coughing). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We didn't actually do a report of the last meeting.  We did action points.  So this is mainly (inaudible) I am echoing as well.  See if it's better.  Is this better?  Is this better, people?  There is no echo now. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, we hear you fine here. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Good, thank you.  We have to work specifically on four things -- three things, actually.  What I need for you to do is, updated agenda, if you don't (inaudible) we sent it out late because we made some changes to it because of the holiday. 

>> PETER MAJOR:  It's Peter.  Hello there.  How are you?

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I'm good, thank you.  We have on line Arun Mehta, Gerry Ellis. 

>>  Hi, Gerry, Arun. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have Alexandra, Xiaoya Yang, Joshua, our intern, and myself.  And we have Mary Kay as the captioner.  And we have barely started.  We are just checking to see if everybody has the latest agenda which was sent out about an hour ago. 

>> PETER MAJOR:  I have it. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Everybody else have it?  That is a yes.  Does anybody have anything to add to it?  We have any other business?  Sorry, what was that? 

>> PETER MAJOR:  I got interrupted. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Sorry.  Do I have the approval the agenda? 

>>  Yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay, great. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We are starting with the DCAD workshop.  The deadline into IGF is the 20th.  It gives us time, we are meeting today  (echo) for what we are going to do.  The title, if you look at annex 2, Gerry Ellis last time proposed a title which everybody seemed to be fine with:  The sustainable benefits of inclusion on the Internet. 

He also wrote a paragraph and put it out there this past weekend for everybody to have a look at.  Shall I read it out? 

>>  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  The first ever world report on disability produced jointly...organisation and the World Bank suggest that more than a billion people in the world today experience disability.  Article 9 of the United Nations convention on the rights of persons disabilities which has been ratified by over 100 countries declares that what it is (beep) -- sorry, let me say that again -- declares that what it calls state parties shall also take appropriate measures to promote access for persons with disabilities to new information and communications technologies and systems including the Internet. 

This workshop will highlight methods of achieving inclusion on the Internet and will demonstrate some of the long-term terms, sustainable benefits that accrue to all society. 

We needed to just give the title and (inaudible) paragraph.  Does anybody want to make any comment or additions or changes to this paragraph that Gerry Ellis has proposed?  We got through number 1 quite well.  That's great.  Basically, the action for the Secretariat is to send this proposal off to IGF. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Correct. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Is that agreeable? 

>>  Yeah.  It is. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  Don't have Ginger Paque to be able to discuss what she wanted to do regarding, or more information regarding the DiploFoundation joint workshop, which we approved that we would join her on, on the 5th of April.  We pay postpone that. 

There was a query and a suggestion from Upendra who is not on the call, accessibility remote participation in the platform in the agenda or presentation.  I was hoping he would be on to go further into that.  We have not got any information. 

Fernando, I'm going to ask you if you have any more information about that. 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Hi.  Andrea, this is Fernando.  I did not get any additional information about his comment.  I have assumed all along that we would discuss accessibility as part of that workshop, that remote participation workshop.  I was a little confused when I saw his E-mail message. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  What I'd like to put, since he is not there and you are the designated person from DCAD to present, and we should have put you on the agenda, but we didn't, but we will make the amendment and put that on the agenda, and redo as rev whatever it is, so we know that you actually said something.  Have you got an idea of what kind of a presentation you wish to present so we are aware of what you are planning to do?  Over to you, Fernando. 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  I want to emphasize the changes we have, the different levels of changes we have, because even if you, for some reason you find that you have unlimited resources, and you try to get, you have the option of getting any screen reading software or any accessibility, assistive technology you need, you are still going to have major difficulties finding conferencing platforms that are compatible with your technology. 

I want to emphasize that there are challenges at every level.  I want to, beforehand, I'm going to be exchanging notes with Ginger to make sure that I also mention some of the existing solutions, some of the workarounds that are available right now.  Not to diminish the challenge and the need for better accessibility, teleconferencing technology, I'm going to make sure that everybody knows there is much more work to be done there. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Have you got a title in mind for your particular presentation?  Shadi is trying to get in.  Shadi, when you go in, can you just go to 2?  You can read the captioning because I know you can do that.  Can you push the 2 button, but what I need to know from you in the captioning, I mean in the captioning window, are you using a computer or are you using a land line that is direct to you?  Or are you using a mobile?  Can you clarify, please. 

I tried to call back 2, it calls me back but (inaudible) I'm using Skype as always.  Don't use a callback on Skype.  I think you are going to need to use a land line.  Can you do that, please, Shadi? 

>>  Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Work well on the callback. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Andrea, Gerry here.  (Overlapping speakers) Andrea, Gerry Ellis here.  I called in twice, and the callback didn't work.  But the third time that I called back, it did work.  So maybe there was a temporary problem. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That is true.  He is going to try using his land line which we know will be working.  Are you using Skype, Gerry? 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  No, the call back worked the third time.  It didn't work the first and second, but it did work --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have had problems in the past with Skype using the callback. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  I'm on a land line. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay, I think he is reading the captioning.  He will be on in a minute.  Since the captioning is there, while we wait for Shadi, I wanted to go back to Fernando, and say, even though you have got a kind of idea what you want to do, it would probably be helpful to the members of DCAD, and also to Ginger, if you did an outline of what you want to do. 

>>  Sure. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Come up with a title.  Obviously, you don't have to do it on the spot today, the title.  You are definitely not going to be attending; you are going to do this remotely, correct? 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Correct.  I actually exchanged E-mails with Ginger last week, and we just haven't had the time to get into the details.  But I was asking her about the format, duration, and just overall how she was planning to do this workshop. 

As soon as I have more information, I can send you all an outline, a title, and whatever else you might need. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I think what we would like you to do so we are aware of what you are doing, could you copy us, the hard core, the people who are basically involved in the organising of the event, with DCAD, of what you do with Ginger, so it becomes part of the group communication. 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Sure. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That way we don't have to wait for to speak to you at a meeting, and if there is something that somebody can contribute or help or we know what is going on, it would help us, and I think that would be one way of definitely going about your consultation with Ginger, because I think that is the best thing to do.  If everyone is in agreement with that and if you are in agreement with that, Fernando, how does that sound? 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Absolutely, yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you, Fernando.  Okay.  So because we have to be absolutely clear that we are helping in organising this with Ginger, so that we have responsibility to DCAD to be able to be recognized that we are assisting in that.  So Ginger is probably one of the most experienced people I have met regarding organising remote participation. 

Shadi, have you made it in?  I haven't heard a beep. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  We are going to issue a revised agenda, and I'm going to add Fernando's name there, because he is going to be our DCAD, in the DCAD foundation workshop, okay? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  Xiaoya and I had a discussion that we wanted it to be clear that it was a joint workshop with them. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We wanted to get confirmation from that, from Ginger, because -- is that correct, Xiaoya?  Would you like to elaborate on that, please? 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  I think so.  That's what I heard from the conference call last time.  But I think we need to get it written as requested by the IGF secretary.  We need always to mention clearly who are the organisers of the workshop, and description text about the scope of the workshop.  And if possible, I see practices from other events actually the lists already are possible, list of speakers, even we could always modify it afterwards. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Also since having the floor, actually I would like to ask for clarification, is Fernando going to be in the workshop, this joint workshop or in the other workshop, where Gerry Ellis proposed?

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Hi, this is Fernando.  I'm not sure what workshop Gerry proposed.  The one I'm going to be participating is the remote participation one. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  It's remote participation one. 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Yes. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Okay.  And I appreciate very much that Gerry prepared the first draft of the text for the sustainable benefits one.  I think maybe it's also worth thinking about how we are going to plan this workshop in parallel to the, in addition to the remote participation workshop, because if any speakers are going to speak in only one of the two workshops or are they going to attend both, this kind of thing, maybe we need to think about it also already now. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Hang on.  I'm trying to talk with Shadi at the moment, because Shadi has given up, cannot get in.  We have to confirm that 2168 is in fact the code, which it is.  I don't understand why he cannot get in.  He has tried both a land line, he's tried his Skype.  He's tried to do it with callback, and to call.  I don't understand what the problem is.  Maybe it's something at his end.  I'm just talking to him.  Can you hold one minute while I see what he is saying.  I'm going to ask him to follow for a few minutes, and use the chat box to communicate should he have a comment, if that will work for him. 

Can you all hold for just one minute?

   (Pause.)

He is reading the captioning.  I asked him to stay with us.  He is saying kudos to the captioner.  We have Shadi, but Shadi is only using the captioning to be able to follow us.  I'm going to do this.  This is what we do when we have Arun on or Cynthia, I propose the question to the person who is only able to communicate through the chat box.  Shadi, do you have any comments you wanted to make on anything that we have discussed thus far? 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Andrea, let me share what I had this morning with the call in, callback service.  I realise that when you are using our internal number, normally when you are dialing from internal phone, you have to dial an additional 0 in front of the normal 20 of the country code.  So the tip is do not add this additional 0. 

So only two zeros before the country code, maybe Shadi can try again if this is a problem. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you, Xiaoya.  Shadi has just said he had no comments so far.  Sorry for the interrupting. 

We are going to ask him to try in a few more minutes because it could be something through the network that he is calling through or from. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  The land line can't be a trunk line.  We are going to have to make a list of these suggestions, and put them in our instructions, because we seem to not always have a straightforward situation. 

Let me go back to the main situation, Xiaoya, that you were talking about. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Planning of the two --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have a problem to think about.  A lot of us may in fact not be able to go.  I'm wondering if in fact any of you have funding or are planning to go, because we know any of you who are planning to go, do not have funding for anyone at this time.  Can I open that to the floor, please?  Can anybody hear me?  I didn't hear anybody come back. 

>> PETER MAJOR:  This is Peter.  Can you get back to your question again and repeat it? 

   (Echo.)

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes, who in this group of people online are planning to come? 

   (Pause.)

>> PETER MAJOR:  It's Peter again.  Well, I do plan to come, but I still need funding.  So, for the time being, I'm very optimistic that I may find some funding.  But I'm not really sure that it will happen. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  This is the proposal I'm going to put.  I take it, Gerry, you haven't said anything, so that's a no.  Arun, you haven't said anything, that's a no.  Fernando, we know you are participating with Ginger.  Shadi will be on the line.  I don't know if anybody can hear me.  Mary Kay can hear me okay.

Sorry about the echo, sorry.  We are having great technical difficulties today.  Shadi made a comment:  Andrea, regarding funding, since this is within Europe, I can possibly get my expenses paid through the WAI-ACT project, but only if I speak on something related to the work of the project, Web accessibility.  Arun:  It does not look like I can get funding, so it will be not very likely I can come, but I look forward to remote participation. 

Shadi:  I was giving a number.  So Alexandra can try and call him.  Alexandra left the chat.  We are going to try and get Shadi in on the line because then he can speak. 

What Arun says:  Arun, are you on line and can speak?  Arun is now....Arun, are you there?  I guess Arun is on chat.  What it looks like, and I'm going to put this out:  No, there was too much noise. 

He is now on the chat only. 

Okay, Arun.  He is following the chat.  Now I'm going to go back to Shadi for a minute.  Then I'm going to go to Arun.  Arun has touched on something that was in my mind. 

Shadi has put the WAI-ACT project Web site on there.  I'm going to read it.  I'm going to ask Mary Kay to type the Web site in the chat box, please, so we can have it in the main section of the captioning.  But I will speak it out anyway for Fernando and for Gerry.  It is http://WWW.W3.org/WAI/ACT/. 

So we've got it.  Thank you, Shadi.  Shadi may be there, and we have Peter who may be there. 

I'm not clear personally whether I'm going to be able to attend.  It is not clear.  Alexandra is, are we finding funding for Alexandra to go, Xiaoya, or was that decided that there wasn't any?  Would you like to explain that for me, please? 

   (Pause.)

>> XIAOYA YANG:  I don't know what I can say for the moment.  It's Xiaoya. 

So basically, this year, actually (beep) there is no budget for funding as yet.  But if there is -- we can always make request, and just see whether the director can find anything. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  All right.  What I would like to propose to the group is if they would like Xiaoya, Xiaoya is the head ITU person, to make a request that Alexandra be provided with funds, so that she can facilitate and help us, as we may have to go remote ourselves, along with Ginger.  This may be the only way we can participate, that if we have Peter and Shadi on the ground and Alexandra on the ground. 

And I have to review my funding issues, that we have (beep) other people participate remotely.  And we have to also write an E-mail, I think, so we have two, we have two.  I'll first do that, first to have Xiaoya request from the director something for Alexandra, if Alexandra is willing to go.  We may have to drag her kicking and screaming to go to -- I have problems -- Azerbaijan.  I can't say it.  Anyway, Baku, or the IGF meeting.  Would the group like Xiaoya to write and ask? 

That is a yes, Xiaoya.  Can you do that, please, for us? 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Yes, okay, I will. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Especially mention that since many of our members are participating remotely and therefore (inaudible) specifically necessary. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Fantastic.  Okay.  The next question is, we have to organise ourselves to be able to participate remotely.  We are going to have to work very closely with Ginger Paque, to benefit from her experience. 

I'm going to suggest that the Secretariat write an E-mail with regard to this particular meeting, to say that we are hoping, able to get us a remote participation with captioning for the members of DCAD who cannot physically travel, and for those members who can travel, to please identify themselves, because the funding we relied on in previous years does not exist anymore, without saying who it was or where it came from or anything like that, but that the funding is not there.  Is that an agreeable idea to the group?  Xiaoya, would that be all right?

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Yes, let's try it this way. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Is that agreeable to the group? 

>> PETER MAJOR:  Yes, it is.  Peter. 

>>  Hello, this is Jorge.  Sorry I'm late. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Jorge, go ahead, speak. 

>> JORGE:  Only to say hi. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Jorge, I have a question for you.  Are you able to go and get your own funding from ISOC perhaps to go to IGF?  Because there is no funding to send anybody this year.  (Beep). 

>> JORGE:  I don't have yet. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  But you are going to try. 

>> JORGE:  Yes, I am trying. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have a possible Shadi, a possible Jorge, a possible Peter Major, and a maybe me to go.  Now, Gerry, you are going to try and participate remotely.  Would you like to try and do that? 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Yes, Andrea, I'll participate remotely.  That sounds like the best option.  I have no source of funding. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Arun, would you like to try and participate remotely? 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  Hello, can you hear me okay? 

>>  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Go ahead. 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  I will certainly try to participate remotely.  I have done that at other conferences, so it's not a problem. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  We now have to coordinate how we do it technically.  I think  (echo) remotely also, but I'm in contact with Cynthia and I would have to ask her.  Get copied on this particular, now that we are going to write, Alexandra can, has got the gist of it, and then we will send it out to the group. 

This time, instead of having a lot of people, and also we should ask Arun if he wants to try and find funding as well.  So we have four people who would give us a presentation.  Those people, whether they are going to be there, maybe will be there or participate remotely in the DCAD, separate DCAD workshop.  Would you like to work on a proposal for the next meeting on what we are going to do, and should we list your name as possible speakers?   (Background noise.)

We don't have to say remote or nonremote at this particular time.  We will add remote when we know for sure.  We can put Gerry remote, Arun remote, we know that for sure, but the other ones may be there.  Would that be all right for us to add to the Web site on IGF?  I guess so.  Alexandra, can you make a note of that, please? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I would like you to recapitulate. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Up to now  (background noise) we will have Gerry, proposed workshop, the proposal for the workshop, will be speaker, and then Arun, if he is available he can confirm, Peter Major can confirm.  Jorge, Shadi.  These are the main, that we have taken note of up to now.  So if each person can confirm with us, then the next conference call we can make, because we have to submit to IGF by the Friday the title and the proposed description, which we have it already, just been approved today, but we have to have also a proposed (inaudible) these are the names we have up to now. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Let me recapitulate.  Arun has agreed to participate remotely, and do a presentation.  Correct, Arun? 

>> ARUN MEHTA:  Yes.  That's correct. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Shadi has agreed to do a presentation.  Don't know if he is going to be remote or funded.  But we are not going to put remote next to his name, is that correct?  Shadi?  I seem to have lost my chat box.  I don't see myself on the captioning.  Can anybody hear me? 

>>  Yes. 

>>  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Let me just refresh.  I seem to have a problem here.  I will refresh. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, I invite to Shadi, saying Shadi, can you be a panelist. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay, right.  I'm re-getting, I'm now back into the captioning, and I'm now going back into the chat box.  There must be a lot of weird stuff happening, because it just dropped me off.  Okay.  All right.  So, what did Shadi say? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  No message at the moment.  Andrea, we have also Judy from Kenya -- hi, Judy -- who just joined. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Judy, are you on the chat box or are you on the call?  The captioning has dropped again. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, Shadi has said yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Shadi, we will not put remote next to your name at this time because you are going to try to get some funding.  So okay.  We have Gerry, you have agreed to do remote participation and do a presentation.  Do we have Gerry?  Gerry? 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Yes, yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Jorge has agreed to do a presentation. 

>>  Yes.  Yes, Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Trying for funding.  So we won't put remote next to your name at this point, but we will put remote next to Gerry.  I think we have got it.  Is that right for you, Jorge? 

>>  Yes, okay. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have so far, Judy, are you on line or are you in the chat? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, I think she is on the chat, if I can say. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  Now I see I've got the chat back, and I see there are eight people.  Judy is on the chat from Kenya.  Judy, are you going to be able to attend this?  Or are you going to be remote, if you would like to do a presentation?  Going to have to rely on Alexandra to tell me what is in the chat. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  She didn't reply yet on there.  But I have a reply from Shadi, if I can read it. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Go right ahead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Shadi said:  We are developing educational training resources for Web developers through the WAI-ACT project; is this interesting to the panel? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  Shadi, can you be a little clearer, what this is, is this going to be the subject of your presentation?  (Beep). 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  He said --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I've got things in the chat now.  Judy says in the chat, Arun says, yes, that would be very interesting, which I presume is going for Shadi's comment. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Arun says please tell us more via mail, Shadi. 

I want to get this down, Arun, in this meeting, so we know what is going on, because all I want to do right now is give a list of names of speakers.  Next phone call, we will deal with the title and more about the subject.  But right now, let's just clear up who is going to speak, either remotely or via who will be there depending upon the funding.  Shadi says, basically, the project just started as of September, 2011, and will have the duration of three years. 

Shadi, what I'd like you to do is write a paragraph on your presentation for next time, submit it to all of us via E-mail as Arun has suggested, and if you can have a title.  We know you are going to present and you are starting to work on what you are going to do.  We have Fernando starting to what on what he is going to do. 

I want to just check with Judy, Judy, are you planning to present?  We will wait for Judy to respond for a minute.  Shadi has also said:  It will develop resources to explain the technical guidelines thematically to make them more approachable.  You have too many pronouns.  I'm not sure what you mean.  And the project is also developing resources on the evaluation of Web accessibility. 

Okay.  I will circulate an abstract for a suggested presentation.  Okay, Shadi, that's great.  We have that sorted out.  I haven't seen Judy's reply yet.  It may be difficult for Judy to participate remotely from Kenya depending upon the technical situation there.  And it may, I don't know if Judy is going to be able to raise funding for herself, because we have as I've explained earlier no funding accessible through the sources we had last year. 

Now I know why we needed an hour and a half, because when we communicate using these techniques, it takes a little more time.  Judy has said:  I do not have funding yet for Baku. 

Judy, if we can make it possible for you to participate remotely, would you be willing to do that? 

   (Pause.)

We are going to wait for Judy's reply.  In the meantime, while we wait, Alexandra, here is the list that I have:  We have Gerry Ellis, as a speaker remote.  We have Arun Mehta as a speaker remote.  We have Shadi as a speaker but nothing there yet.  We have Jorge, nothing there yet.  We have Peter Major, nothing there yet.  So we have five speakers, and Judy has just said, and remote participation from this end could be tough, which is what I thought, from Kenya. 

But okay.  What we are going to, Judy, you and I will explore that with the PAC and we will see what we can try and do.  We could also accept, if there is a presentation that you wish to have presented, there is nothing to stop you from making a Power Point that one of our team could give.  She is saying, okay, great, Andrea. 

We are going to put your name on there, Judy, for now, with nothing on it.  Is that okay with you? 

We can always change this list. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  She says, okay, great, Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay, I saw that.  We have five people.  Is that right? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes, I count six. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You count six.  (Overlapping speakers) more than we need, because six is a lot, but we have enough for people, in case not everybody can manage it in some way or another.  Okay. 

So, Xiaoya, does that, does the plan sound agreeable to you? 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Yeah, it sounds good. 

   (Echo.)

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We have gotten that far. 

So the thing is, without Ginger on, we cannot do much about finding out what is going on with the technology in Baku. 

So at the moment, I'm going to ask one other thing and we are going to, we will leave that, and should she come on the line, we will deal with that.  Otherwise we will have to send her the transcript of the captioning.  Alexandra, can you do that?  And we would like to get a direct line of communication open to her about sharing information regarding what we find out about remote participation in Baku. 

Is that agreeable to everybody? 

>>  Yes. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Andrea, let me say something here.  I had a brief discussion with Alexandra this morning, before this conference call.  I reviewed together with her that request we made in Kenya to the IGF secretary. 

I think since we are still have several months before the Baku event, we can resubmit our proposal to the IGF secretary, regarding three aspects.  The first aspect is ask them to identify a contact person within their secretary for accessibility issues.  And the second is, I think it's along the line with the first annex of the agenda today, to refer DCAD as our resource organisation.  And third is we need to send them again the checklist for organising IGF, organising accessible IGF events.  What do you think, Andrea? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That is in 4.3.  That is exactly what we were planning to discuss in a few minutes.  Absolutely spot on, Xiaoya, exactly what we need to do. 

I was going to get to that in point, 4.3 of the agenda, annex 1. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Sorry to jump the gun. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I think you are absolutely correct, because the next thing we have to do, and is number 3, which is a volunteer to be a resource person at IGF 2012.  We obviously can't do that if we don't know who is going to be there for sure.  Is there a deadline on 2012 form because we have to have a resource person, and they have to have a resource person.  Have I got that right, Alexandra and Xiaoya? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes.  I opened the link for the resource person.  And the IGF appoint five individuals with an interest in Internet Governance related issues, and provide a link for resource....

  (Sorry, I'm not catching the last word.)

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I'm not getting the last word.  Resource, blank, what is the last word? 

>>  Panelist. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Panelist. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  In other words, for a main session; is that correct? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Well, list of all the (inaudible) DCAD is under (overlapping speakers). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That we understand, I'm trying to understand the function of the resource person.  The resource person that we want to have within IGF is separate from the resource person that we must choose for DCAD.  The resource person that we had last year was Shadi.  If I have understood this correctly, this is for participation in the main session.  Is that correct? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I think it's generic, from what I understood.  It's like --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Alexandra, can you talk to the Secretariat and get clarification?  Because it's clear you are not clear.  I'm not clear.  I am guessing that --

>>  (Coughing). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Does anybody else know? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  How they are presenting with the resource person. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We can't choose a resource person, Alexandra, until we know who is going.  It has to be somebody physically on the ground.  Is there a deadline for the resource person to be chosen from DCAD?

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  The Web site doesn't show any deadline up to now.  Maybe -- last year I remember they put a deadline somewhat. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Right.  What we need to have clarified is for you, please, to write IGF, this is an action point for Alexandra, to say, the resource person is going, is the resource person from Dynamic Coalition going to be the person that speaks, the dynamic, I mean in the main session on access and diversity. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Andrea, let me explain you my understanding of how this should work. 

I see from the IGF Web site there is a link for call for interest, I would call it, for anyone who is interested to be a resource person, anyone can sign up himself. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes, that is correct. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  So far, I see under access and diversity, there is already 7, six, seven names already listed there.  Mostly, so far what I can see are from developing countries, guess maybe they are more from the diversity, not really accessibility for disabled peoples, this aspect.  I think what we should do here, DCAD should encourage our members to register as a resource person or anyone volunteer to do that, can do it himself or we would like to recommend to nominate someone from (inaudible) to register as a resource person for disability issues. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  If I can add a note, there are many experts, one workshop, they can be chosen by all the workshop, it is not only for the main session, it is for all the workshop organisers in IGF. 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  That is to say that there is no clear linkage, that being a resource person will be in one main session. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Right, correct.  That is correct.  Xiaoya, when I read definitions, list is provided to assist workshop organisers to reach a balance among the workshop panelists.  Additionally, it has workshop organisers who adhere to the stakeholder principle, diversity  (echo) families can also be invited to join workshop in the instance that (inaudible) on the panel. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  In which case, you can put all our names down. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes, why not? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  What does everybody think about that idea? 

>> XIAOYA YANG:  Andrea, sorry I have to leave.  I have another meeting at 3, I have to join that meeting.  I will leave you here. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you very much, Xiaoya.  And thank you very much for clarifying what we needed to know.  I appreciate your input very much.  We will see you on Saturday. 

>>  See you. 

>> PETER MAJOR:  Andrea, I'm afraid I have to leave as well because I have to attend the same meeting Xiaoya is attending.  Open consultation in MAG meeting in middle of May, and probably the issues you will bring up today and during the next conference call, I can present them to the MAG as well. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Very well.  Perhaps you can get clarification about this resource person. 

>> PETER MAJOR:  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Put you down as a resource person? 

>> PETER MAJOR:  I have the feeling that you will write about the person has to be physically present, but that's just a guess as well.  So I'm going to make it clear.  Okay.  Looking forward to the next meeting.  Thank you, bye-bye. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you very much.  We will let you know when that is. 

Okay.  We have a half an hour.  I don't think we can actually resolve the resource person question today.  Does anybody, because I think it is clear that Peter has, what Peter has said, that we have to know who is going to be there.  And if there is a MAG meeting in the middle of May, then we have the ability -- do we know when that date is?  I should have asked him.  Alexandra, can you check on the Web site? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you.  Alexandra is a wizard on the Web, I tell you.  Without her, I'd be dead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Just that I can ask IGF if the resource person they need to be on site, or they can also be on the remote location.  I can write that. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That would be great.  That is another action for you.  You do that.  Perfect.  Is that agreeable to everybody?  Okay.  Perfect.  Let's leave that resource person, and go down to, we have to work with, 4.1. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I'm very sorry --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  IGF host country for accessibility requirement.  This encompasses not only physical building.  It encompasses the Internet and what is available broadbandwise, and what IGF is going to technically do in terms of captioning and all of that. 

We have to deal with IGF on this level.  4.1 is collaboration with the DiploFoundation, but Ginger Paque, remote participation, we can't do anything about that today.  But I have mentioned we will, one of the actual points Alexandra is going to do --

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Clarifying with Ginger. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Open a dialogue with her directly, and keep everybody informed.  We will send her the captioning, is that okay? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Good.  4.2 -- before I leave 4.1, Fernando is also going to be dealing with that, and keep us posted.  Fernando, do you want to add anything to this point?  Are you still there, Fernando? 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Hi, Andrea.  Sorry, it always takes a little longer now that I'm using the star 1 to silence my microphone.  No, I don't have anything to add. 

I will exchange, get in touch with Ginger again, to make sure we are synchronized and as soon as I have more information, I'll send to the core group. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you, that is perfect.  We will leave 4.1.  We are going down to 4.2.  Re-send the previous DCAD accessibility requirement included in the DCAD report IGF of 2011. 

Shadi has left the chat.  Oh, my god! Anyway, Shadi was part of this, the panel of diversity, of access and diversity.  And within that panel, it was established that we were going to be a resource for them.  This would be something that we would do.  Does everybody remember what that was, and we wrote that together for and we re-sent it last time as well?  We have to relook at that, next meeting, and see if we want to add anything?  Or shall for the moment we send it as is? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, if I can say. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yep, go. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I would propose to, I mean IGF has already this DCAD record which was the 14 megabyte record compiled after the IGF in Kenya.  And we can include that in the communication to IGF.  In that way --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Alexandra, that is not the document I was referring to this morning.  We wrote a checklist two meetings back, which was very short and to the point, which listed everything from perfume not being available, it was a checklist, it was very short.  It was not the DCAD report of 2011. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  No, but that list, Andrea, is inside the DCAD report. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  What we have to do is extract that list. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Okay. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay?  And put that and refer to the DCAD report.  But we have to, would you all agree we are going to have to re-put that, because if they are understaffed, they are not going to take the time to look at that particular document in that report. 

Does everybody agree we should extract that list, and put that along with the 4.3 draft liaison communication to IGF, which is annex 1 of this agenda?  I'm going to combine that into that.  Is that agreeable, that we attach that short list to our....can I ask everybody to tell me who is still on the call?  Could you all speak up, please? 

>> ARUN:  I'm still on the call, this is Arun. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Go ahead.  Who is that? 

>> FERNANDO BOTELHO:  Hi, this is Fernando.  I'm still on the call. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Gerry is still on the call. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Great. 

>>  Arun is still on the call. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Jorge, are you still there? 

>> JORGE:  Yes, this is Jorge.  Yes, I am here. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay, fine.  Judy is still in the chat box.  Judy:  Please accept my apologies, from, oh, Ginger Paque, accept her apologies; Judy, is that what you mean?  Please accept apologies, from Ginger Paque.  Okay.  I think that is what Judy is trying to say.  Judy, can you confirm that?  Ginger was not -- yes.  So Ginger has communicated with Judy, and maybe has communicated with the rest of us, let me double-check if there is anything else.  Ah, Upendra sent me an E-mail, telling me about -- one second, let me digress.  Upendra could not make the call, meeting got extended, couldn't get out of it.  We are going to make a note also to make sure we send the captioning to Upendra. 

Right. 

She will send an E-mail to explain.  Okay.  So we will have an E-mail from Ginger that she will explain, okay. 

We are only going to go as far as we can go.  What I'd like to do is, I think we ought to send something to IGF this coming week, as soon as we can.  And Alexandra wrote something, baseline, I looked at, thought it was a good place to start. 

   (Echo.)

I'm going to read it for everybody.  In view of the next IGF 2012, Baku, Azerbaijan -- how is that, Gerry -- 6 of November, 9 of November, the Dynamic Coalition on Accessibility and Disability would like to be considered as a reference organisation able to offer its expertise in the field of accessibility. 

Number 2, as in the previous IGF years, DCAD has been instrumental to raise the accessibility issue within the IGF community.  Number 3, bullet point, DCAD has proposed its workshops, meeting during the IGF main session on access and diversity, concrete suggestions on how to improve the accessibility in the framework of IGF. 

I'm going to make a small iteration to the sentence, remind me to come back to it, because we have to add, enclose our checklist.  Okay? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I don't know what you mean by in the framework of IGF, a meeting, I would just put accessibility of IGF meeting.  Make it real simple.  Does that make sense? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  IGF meeting. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  IGF meeting and we attach our checklist. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Okay, yeah. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  The next one, the DCAD would like to be considered by IGF....with the host country accessibility organisation.  I'm going to change this slightly too.  If anybody disagrees with me on anything I'm doing, can you pipe up? 

The DCAD is being considered.  We don't have to ask.  I wouldn't put that in there. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  It's being --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  DCAD, I know, but we don't want to give them the idea that -- we don't give them an inch.  I would like to say, the DCAD has also enclosed a list of, and you guys have it as annex 3 of disability organisations and contact information of, Azerbaijan.  This is courtesy of Axel Leblois who sent this to us to begin the process. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Can you please reread how you want to rewrite the phrase, the DCAD --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Absolutely.  The DCAD as proposed, also the list of disability organisations and contact information. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  When you say, instead of would like to be considered, what would you like to do? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Don't like to be considered, just leave that off, just strike it.  Strike the whole sentence.  We are going to reword it.  It is a little confusing.  We are going to say what you want, what you put there, but just change the order a little bit. 

Okay? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You have the right idea, but the point is we don't want, we are not asking them to consider us.  We are in, so we talk as if we are doing it.  The DCAD also encloses the list of disability organisations and their contact information, in Azerbaijan.  The list of disability organisations in -- let me try this again.  We enclose the list of disability organisations in Azerbaijan, thank you, and the contact information.  DCAD would like to -- we don't request them to do anything.  We are in. 

DCAD would like to know which person in the IGF Secretariat that we should work with directly, in contacting these organisations, so that we can assure our members of full and complete access as per our list during the meeting, in Baku. 

I think that's all we say.  How does everybody feel me changing the wording of the last two, comments, please?  Ginger is on! Ginger is on.  Sorry for the late arrival, I will read this transcript and comment by E-mail.  Ginger Paque:  I agree with Andrea, it is not to be considered.  It is a given.  Judy:  Yes, that's better, Andrea.  Because I'm being my bold self, you guys.  We are not asking for the privilege.  We have been given the right to do this. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Can I reread? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes, of course, you can, Alexandra.  It is very hard to do this over the phone.  I appreciate your efforts, putting together (inaudible). 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I'm going to read the last two bullet points. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  The DCAD has enclosed the list of disability organisations and contact information in this document.  The other bullet point is, DCAD would like to know which person in the Secretariat is the direct (inaudible). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I would say it more specifically, DCAD has enclosed the list of disability organisations in Azerbaijan and the contact details. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes.  (Beep) the next bullet point.  I'm going to reread it.  DCAD would like to know which person in the IGF Secretariat is the direct --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Contact, the direct -- which person in the IGF Secretariat will be the direct, will be the -- what do we say? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Direct contact point. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Liaison would be probably the right --

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you, Gerry, the liaison, the direct liaison. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Wait, the liaison.....

>> ANDREA SAKS:  For us to work with, in making contact with these organisations. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  In making contact. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We will add one more bit, and to establish what technical resources are available for remote participation.  Ginger has, Ginger Paque is on the line right now. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  One second, so I can write....to establish technical resources are available for remote participation.  Can I reread it now again? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes, please. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Okay.  DCAD would like to know which person in the IGF Secretariat will be the liaison for the DCAD to work with in making contact with, we can say (inaudible). 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  What did you say? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  This organisation we can say with disabilities organisations. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  And with --

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  And to establish what technical resources are available for remote participation. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Add one thing before, add one thing before, with disability organisations, meeting --

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  What. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  With the disability organisations, comma, the meeting host. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Host country. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Not the host country, the meeting host within, we know it's in, we don't have to say the host country, the meeting host, the people who are doing the organisation on that part of the ground, meeting host, and to establish, then put the other bit about the remote participation. 

Ginger said something:  It would be great to mention liaison for both DCAD and -- what does RP stand for, Ginger?  I'm an idiot.  Both DCAD and RP resource person.  Ah, resource person.  We have not been able to establish exactly what we are going to be, what these resource people are or what their function is.  We had a huge conversation about that previous to you entering.  Oh, remote participation, excuse me.  RP is remote participation.  Ginger has said it's great that we are reinforcing each other. 

Can you read the last bullet point again, please, now that I've messed it up again? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes.  So it's DCAD would like to know which person in the IGF Secretariat will be the liaison for the DCAD to work with, comma, in making contact with disability organisations, comma, the meeting host and to establish what technical resources are available for remote participation. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  And add one more bit after that, so that the meeting in Baku is accessible for persons with disabilities.  How is that, guys?  On the end.  Ginger has said something else, after she said it is good that we always reinforce each other.  Ginger Paque has said remote participation reinforces captioning, DCAD, DCAD reinforces remote participation.  I would say we are all in agreement on that, Ginger. 

Right.  Okay.  So, Alexandra, would you just type that out again. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  (Inaudible) Andrea? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Sorry? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Do you want me to read this bullet point again? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Why don't we read it one more time, the last bullet point one more time since I added at the end.  Go ahead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  DCAD would like to know which person in the IGF Secretariat will be the liaison for the DCAD to work with, comma, in making contact with the disability organisations, comma, the meeting host, and to establish what technical resources are available for remote participation, comma, so that the meeting in Baku is accessible for persons with disabilities.  Full stop. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Okay.  Can you do a draft of this, attaching the annexes that we asked for which is the original list that we did two meetings ago, which is in the old report of 2011, and the list of the organisations that are in aba --

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Azerbaijan. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you, I appreciate that.  Like patting my head and rubbing my stomach at the same time. 

And then I would like to send only to the hard core, the people that were in the last meeting and this meeting first, to approve, because they were in the first meeting and they agreed to appreciate that, the final consent, and then we send it not only to the entire list, but directly to Chengetai at the Secretariat at the IGF.  Agreeable to everybody?  We are going to send it out twice. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Can I say something? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Of course you can. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  In the baseline text there were a lot of bullet points, would like to read it. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You want me to read it out to you from what I've got from the captioning? 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  No, no.  In the baseline, the original baseline text, there were another bullet points. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You want to read again, the DCAD would like to request IGF be consulted during the preparation with the host country for issues that belong to accessibility. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Voila. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I got an idea.  I like your bullet point for one reason that I'm going to change to make it more forcible.  Put it this way.  It is important and imperative that IGF consult DCAD during the preparation process with the host country, for issues that belong to accessibility, in accordance to the decisions made at the final meeting on access and diversity last year. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  One sec. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You have the captioning.  I'm going to read it again.  This is the last final bullet point.  Ginger Paque has said something:  So please, the bullet point should say liaison for DCAD and -- right -- liaison for DCAD and remote participation, so that DCAD can collaborate with both.  In other words, you want me to put, Ginger, we are doing the liaison from Dynamic Coalition.  We are mentioning remote participation within that. 

We aren't really representing Diplo, but DCAD being granted the right to be able to say put in our two cents and be involved in the planning, that we are doing it from that point of view, and you being a member of DCAD, you are included as we are including remote participation.  Does that work for you?  I think because the liaison is from DCAD.  I've asked Ginger a question.  We will wait for her reply. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes, go ahead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  In the meantime, can I read? 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes, you can, read the last bullet point that I decided that we've got.  Go ahead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  The last bullet point would be, it is important and imperative that IGF consult with -- consult DCAD during the preparation process with the host country, comma, for issues that belong to accessibility, comma, in accordance with the decisions made at the final -- the main session on access and diversity. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  You left something out.  Hang on.  This is what I'm going to say.  It is important and imperative that IGF consult DCAD during the preparation process with the host country for issues that belong with accessibility in accordance to the decision made at the final meeting on access and diversity last year, so that the meeting in Baku will be accessible for persons with disabilities. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Okay. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  How does everybody feel about that?  Ginger has said something else.  A suggestion:  To ensure best results, DCAD reminds the Secretariat that DCAD must collaborate with preparations with the host country from the very beginning.  I think they have already started, so I don't know if we can do that.  What about the sentence, oh, I'm seeing the final reading and saying please disregard my previous comment; meaning the final bullet point.  Are you happy with that, Ginger?  I think that's correct.  I think Ginger has accepted this. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Can I read it -- (overlapping speakers) Andrea, can I read it once again? 

   (Microphone feedback.)

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Yes. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  It is important and imperative that IGF consult DCAD during the preparation process with the host country, comma, for issues that belong to accessibility, comma, in accordance with the decision made at the final meeting of the main session on access and diversity last, we can say in 2011, we can say, instead of last year, so that the meeting in Baku is accessible for persons with disabilities. 

>> GERRY ELLIS:  Alexandra, can I make one small comment?  I wouldn't use the word "belong" to accessibility.  I would say maybe related to accessibility. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That's great. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Related. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Related to accessibility.  I agree. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Okay. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  I'm happy with this final reading.  It has more force.  Wait a minute.  I just lost -- can you read what Ginger Paque said, the last two entries?  I've lost the chat. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Yes, Andrea, Ginger is saying, yes, I'm happy with the final reading.  Yes, it has more force.  And Judy, sorry, Judy said before, what about if we say according to the agreement during the final meeting. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  That is fine too.  That is fine too.  We can address that to say that.  I think that is an excellent change.  Is everybody happy with that? 

We have got two minutes.  What I'd like to do at this point, Alexandra will send this out to the complete list of participants from last time and this time, including Axel Leblois and Cynthia Waddell, and ask if that text is fine.  Please reply promptly. 

She will also attach the list of the specific suggestions we have made before, that we have written and said several times, and the list of people of the organisation.  Then when we get your feedback, it's a yea, for absolutely sure, she is going to send that out straightaway. 

My suggestion is to wait for the next meeting after the MAG meeting, because we will have Peter bring this up at the MAG meeting, and we will communicate with Peter.  And we will have a meeting shortly after the MAG meeting, as soon as we find out, and we will do, arrange the next meeting by E-mail.  Is that agreeable to everybody? 

I guess I have a yes from everybody.  Is there anything else that anybody wants to say?  We have one minute. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Andrea, I would like to say something. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Go ahead. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  This week I'm going to write to IGF with the approved title and approved description of the workshop, so we have time, as well as the list of proposed titles. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Perfect. 

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  I will send the captioning, I will send everything that we have discussed today. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Thank you very much, Alexandra, for the wonderful backup you have given me this morning, and today, and the work you are about to do.  I will be in Geneva Thursday afternoon.  I may stick my nose in before you go home.  I get in at 12:00. 

So I'll see you then.  Now, Judy says that is fine.  Arun says bye, everyone.  Thanks, says Ginger Paque.  Thanks, everybody.  Don't forget to do your abstract.  And you have some time.  And I will talk to you all by E-mail with the next meeting date very very soon. 

Anybody else --

>>  Thank you, Andrea, bye-bye. 

>>  Bye-bye, everybody. 

>>  Thank you. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  We really needed the captioning today, says Arun, thank you.  And thank you, Mary Kay, for the wonderful captioning.  You were the lifesaver for all of us.  We really appreciate you. 

   (It was my pleasure!)

>> ALEXANDRA GASPARI:  Thanks, everybody. 

>> ANDREA SAKS:  Alexandra says yes.  And she says it was my pleasure.  Thanks, everybody, bye for now!
