ITU-T Focus Group on Future Networks (FG-FN) thanks ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 6 to send Liaison Statement on Future Network. ITU-T FG-FN noted the current standardization activities and recent achievements of JTC 1/SC 6 on Future Network. Especially, the first draft text of ISO/IEC WD 29181, “Future Network: Problem Statement and Requirements”, was very helpful to understand the current status of JTC 1/SC 6. We noted that major scope of current WD 29181 may be similar to the scope of some possible work items of FG-FN.

ITU-T FG-FN recognized that there are lots of possible collaboration issues between FG-FN and JTC 1/SC 6 to accelerate the global standardization on Future Networks. ITU-T FG-FN is also sure that collaboration with JTC 1/SC 6 would provide much benefit to both international standardization bodies to collect various ideas and contributions from global experts who are working in different areas of ICT in the world to avoid unnecessary duplication.
During the first FG-FN meeting in Lulea, Sweden, we reviewed many relevant research activities on Future Network and discussed about the work items and its scopes.

Following the discussions, FG-FN has basically agreed to setup a close liaison relationship with JTC 1/SC 6 as you proposed to develop documents on Future Networks in accordance with the Resolution 7 of WTSA-08. However, the detailed items, scope, and work methods for collaboration need further more considerations because the exact work programs and its scope are not established enough to decide it at this first FG-FN meeting.
