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1. General

The second meeting of JCA on ICT&CC was held on 21 January 2010 under the Chairmanship of Mr. Ahmed Zeddam (Convener) and Mr. Dave Faulkner (Co-convener).  The meeting was face to face but some delegates participated remotely.

2. Agenda

Doc.13 provided a draft agenda.  Agenda was approved.

3. Input presentations

a. Mr Flavio Cucchietti and Dominique Roche introduced activities of GeSI EEIOCG (Doc.15) by remote conferencing.  The aim of this document is to avoid collisions and duplication of standards in the area of energy saving in ICT. It was positively received.  It was indicated that ITU-T SG5 and GeSI are in alignment concerning the Universal Charger Solution.  It was indicated that SG5 is working on methodology and it needs to collaborate external organizations to avoid overlapping.  Evaluation of access network technologies was also discussed.  It was indicated that optical access methods will be evaluated in near future although only DSL technologies are considered at this moment.  It was indicated that GeSI could be a source of data for Q20/5.

b. SG13 Chairman (Mr. Chae-sub Lee) indicated that there was no SG13 meeting since the last JCA meeting.

c. SG15 Chairman (Mr. Yoichi Maeda) indicated that a Recommendation on home networking (G.9960) was approved in last October and SG15 made further progress during the recent WP1/15 meeting on 15 January.  He also mentioned that the support of SmartGrid by home network is under study.

d. Doc.9 introduced status update for ISO/IEC JTC 1 Green ICT standardization activities.  The importance of collaboration was mentioned.  In addition, it was indicated that this issue will also be discussed during ITU-ISO/IEC JTC1 leadership meeting on 4 and 5 February 2010.

e. Coordinator for UNFCCC (Mr. Jean-Manuel Canet) indicated that the visibility of ICT and ITU was raised during COP-15 in Copenhagen as well as the side event during its preparatory meeting in Barcelona.

f. Liaison officer for OECD (Ms. Catalina McGregor) reported the activities within OECD. OECD recommendations on ICT and the environment are expected to be adopted in May 2010. These include: Mobilising ICT to transition to a low carbon economy, Green Growth Strategy (including new types of equipment). OECD also participated in the Barcelona meeting ahead of COP-15 and COP-15.

g. Doc.16 “Record of Standards Activity on ICT and Climate Change” was prepared by Franz Zichy. Its purpose is to provide an overview of established standards and current activity in the area of  ICT&CC in ITU and other other SDOs including key regional and other organisations. This will enable standards gaps and possible duplications of effort to be identified. The document will require regular updating as new standards initiatives are identified and standards are approved.

h. Doc.10 introduced activities of Earth Project of the Framework Program 7 (FP7) of EU.

i. Doc.11 introduced activities within ETSI EE.

j. Doc.5 provided a Liaison Statement from SG16.

k. TD233 provided a Liaison Statement from SG11. This was introduced by Yong-Woon Kim.

l. Kirsty Macdonald and Tony Graziano attended to introduce the activities of the ICT4EE Forum “Digital Europe”.  It was indicated that this was presented for ETSI also.  It was indicated that they developed a high level road map.  The two areas of focus are measuring & managing energy footprint of ICT processes and measuring and realising large scale ICT enabled low carbon solutions in buildings, transport and energy sectors. ICT4EE Forum requires wide collaboration across the ICT sector and strategic partnerships with other sectors. They welcome input from ITU.

m. Doc.12 provided a Liaison from IEC TC100.

n. TD348(TSB) reported activities of ITU within COP-15.
