The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,


considering


a)	that the evaluation of images on film for television is a subjective assessment process where the assessor is affected by the viewing condition;


b)	that the conversion of images on film often needs extensive correction for system adaptation;


c)	that the viewing condition will affect the operator’s visual adaptation and influence the transfer of film to video,


recommends 


that picture assessment of images on film should be carried out in a controlled viewing condition based on ISO Standard 12608-1996 “Room and surround conditions for evaluating television display from telecine reproduction”.
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*	This Recommendation replaces Recommendation ITU-R BR.501 “Appraisal of programmes on colour film intended for television use”, which is hereby deleted.
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
