A dialogue between Centres of Excellence, the business and the academic 
communities will identify innovative approaches to addressing the skills gap. A number of young innovators 
will showcase their digital products and services in the field of e-learning and capacity development. 

The Symposium brings together a variety of stakeholders from Government, industry, academia and other 
experts working in the field of emerging technologies and human skills development. Participants will share 
experiences, present case studies, discuss potential partnerships, and make recommendations on the way 
forward to strengthen capacities for the digital economy and society, in particular in developing countries. 

Building on previous events, a major objective of CBS 2018 is to strengthen collaboration between ITU, the 
business and the academic communities in developing capacities for the digital future. 
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The Symposium will be conducted in English and Spanish and will be paperless. Interpretation in the other 
ITU official working languages will be provided based on the requests of participants, to be indicated on the 
registration form by 4 May 2018, and provided that there are at least five requests for a given language.
