Credit cards (VISA, MasterCard, American Express and Diners Club) are
generally accepted at hotels, department stores and restaurants.

Tipping is a common practice in bars and restaurants. A normal tip is 10% of the
price on the bill. Sometimes the tip is already included in the bill.
