o VISA PROCEDURE

A valid passport is required to enter Sudan. In this case, participants are strongly advised to seek
information on requirements applicable in their case from the Sudanese Embassy / Consulate in
their home countries at least 15 days prior to the trip.

In case there is no Embassy or Consulate of Sudan in your country, it is recommended to send, at
least two weeks before the event a clear scanned copy of your passport to the Training Course
Coordinator Email in order to assist in issuing your visa.

The following documents are required:

e Valid passport.

e A round-trip airline.

e Hotel booking in your name or in the name of the person with whom you will be staying,
including the address/phone number of your place of stay.

e Confirmation of registration for the event.

e The counter visa fee is 100$ (one hundred US dollar) only in dollar.

e Registration fees for ordinary passports 508.

e Sudanese Authorities accept Vaccination Certificates as well as PCR test with 72 hours
validity upon arrival to Khartoum Airport.

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o TRANSPORTATION FOR PARTICIPANTS

Khartoum International Airport is the main point of entry into to Sudan Airport. Taxis and shuttles
are available from the airport to hotels. Hotels can arrange to pick up for the participants.

o CURRENCY

e The official currency is the Sudanese Pound (SDG).
e Visa, American Express, Access/MasterCard, and Diners Club cards cannot be used.

e Foreign currencies are NOT ACCEPTED for payment. Foreign currencies may be changed
into Sudanese Pounds at banks or private exchange offices. Most banks are open from
Sunday until Thursday, from 8.30 to 14.00.
