Telecommunication System for Early Warning and Disaster Relief
The communication system can play an important role in providing early warning and disaster relief. Early warning is a critical element of managing disaster prevention and reducing loss of human lives to the bare minimum. Disaster relief includes providing victims with correct information on rescue parties, relief supplies, extent of damage and confirmation of safety. And it can also provide friends and family members of victims with information about damaged situation of an individual victim. As a result, panic can be avoided by using communication systems
Until now, Radio and TV broadcasting, Amateur Radio and fixed phone have been mainly used for disaster relief systems. But recently there are two specific features recognized.

1） Most victims run off with mobile device such as mobile phone, smart phone and tablet in hand after a quake.
2） Penetration ratio of mobile phone is higher than that of fixed telephone especially in developing countries.
 Therefore, it is recommended that mobile system for early warning & disaster relief will be developed and implemented.
