Requirements and Capabilities of IoT and Related Standardization
Abstract

The presentation aims to provide an overview of the requirements and capabilities of the IoT based on the main related developments, including achievements and ongoing work items, concerning the standardization of the Internet of Things (IoT) inside ITU-T.
The presentation will start with a brief introduction of basic concepts, market, technologies, applications and main standards development initiatives related to the IoT, including information elements about the ITU-T organizational structure for the IoT activities.
The main part of the presentation will be then dedicated to the basic requirements and capabilities of the IoT, building on key standardization results (e.g. ITU-T SG13 Y.2060, Y.2066 and Y.2068), including requirements for the integration in the IoT of significant emerging technologies. Finally, some critical IoT subject areas such as architecture, semantics, network control and big data will be introduced from the requirements and capabilities viewpoint via relevant detailed work items which are currently in progress inside ITU-T SG13.
