1. Introduction 

The 3rd meeting of APSC TELEMOV was held on 22 November 2005 in Paris, France, on the kind invitation of BNA (Bureau de Normalisation de l'Automobile). 

Mr. P. Najarian, chairman of APSC-TELEMOV opened the third Meeting of the group. The meeting agenda was adopted with some modifications.

The Chairman reminded that the APSC-TELEMOV was created as a cooperative platform for discussions among Standard Development Organizations (Global, Regional and National) to advance work on standardization related to ITS and Telematics. This panel is administratively housed under the ITU-T SG 12; however, the APSC work covers all ITU sector activities.

The Chairman reminded also that APSC is not a standard developing group. The collaboration with other external bodies should be assured by representative members.

The Chairman introduced the meetings participants. The list of participants is given in Annex 1.

2. APSC Management Team

At the last meeting a proposal was made to enhance the Management Team of the APSC through three active Vice-Chairmen representing the ITU-T, ISO and the car industry respectively. 

The meeting approved the new Management Team:

Mr. Jean-Pierre Cheynet (as Chair of ISO/TC22 on vehicles) and Mr. Michael Noblett (as Chair of ISO/TC204) will serve as the ISO Vice Chairs, while Mr. Jean Yves Monfort (Chair of ITU-T SG12) and Mr. Pierre-André Probst (Chair of ITU-T SG16) will serve as the ITU Vice Chairs.  In addition, Mr. Cheynet will serve as liaison with UN-ECE WP29.

3.
Update on ISO/TC204
Mr. Najarian presented the U.S. Department of Transportation's (USDOT) ITS program. In 2004 the ITS Management Council reorganized the functions of the ITS program to focus on 9 particular high pay-off areas. All details can be found on http://www.its.dot.gov/about.htm.

4. Result of the last GSC-10 meeting

The Document APSC-17 reproduces the “Resolution GSC-10/07: (GRSC) Supporting Automotive Crash Notification ("ACN") by Public Wireless Communications Networks” related to APSC-TELEMOV. The Resolves of this resolution are as follows:

Resolves:

1) to encourage PSOs to incorporate the necessary elements in their programs in order to provide a common, world-wide communications solution for the vehicle industry by 2010 that efficiently integrates into public wireless networks while ensuring that ACN messages have the highest reasonable likelihood of getting through;

2) to encourage PSOs to increase the cooperation with car industry standardization bodies, e.g., with the help of "APSC-Telemov".

The discussion focussed on the possibilities how APSC can increase the cooperation between different bodies. 

It was agreed that a position paper should be prepared and send to the next GSC-11 meeting (May 2006, Chicago). Mr. Williams and Mr. Monfort will draft the first version.

5.
Update on ITU-T work

Mr. Monfort gave a brief overview on the progress of work within ITU-T Study Groups 12 and 16.

- Collaboration between ISO TC 22 and ITU-T SG12

Study Group 12 is preparing a new Recommendation (provisional number is (P.CARHF). This document is available at

http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/special-projects/apsc/documents_list.html .

All members of APSC are invited to study this draft recommendation and give their comments on it.

Mr. Najarian will present this document at the meeting of ISO TC 22. For more efficient collaboration, the possibility of a common meeting between the relevant WG of TC22 and ITU-T SG12 Questions should be investigated. 

-  Collaborations between ISO (TC204) and ITU-T SG 16
Mr. Williams presented the CALM Handbook. It was found that a lot of similarities exist between Calm architecture and the global structure proposed by SG16.


TC 204/WP16 has been invited in SG16 meeting


TC204/WP16 plans to invite SG16 for the February meeting.

6.
Workshop and exhibition in 2007

The proposal to organize a workshop and an exhibition in 2007 during the Geneva Motor show was in principle accepted during the previous meeting. In the meantime Mr. Monfort and Mr. Probst, together with Mr. Scholl from TSB contacted the responsible people in Palexpo. There is a possibility to have the hall A during the whole 2-week period of the Motor Show. 

APSC agreed to help the organization of such an event.

It was suggested to establish a task group for the organization. The participant from APSC will be: 


Mr. Najarian, Mr. Noblett, Mr. Cheynet, Mr. Monfort, Mr. Probst.

The next step is to study the feasibility of this exhibition from financial point of view.
