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This liaison answers SG2-LS141.	
ITU-T Study Group 20 has taken note of the liaison statement from the Standardization Committee for Vocabulary (SCV) that invites all Study Groups to submit any proposed new terms and definitions to the SCV before they are approved in a Recommendation. 
ITU-T Study Group 20 will encourage all editors to share the identified new terms and definitions with the SCV as early as possible. ITU-T SG20 is committed to supporting the work of SCV, while continuing to work efficiently and avoid delaying the process of adopting new Recommendations.
ITU-T SG20 took note of the list of definitions to be addressed by the SCV. It is to be noted that terms such as “Data Lifecycle” and “Data Management” are also under discussion in ITU-T SG20 and have been addressed in the Focus Group on Data Processing and Management (FG DPM). 
ITU-T SG20 will follow up with the request to receive a revised list of definitions developed in ITU-T SG20 and will revert to ITU-T SG2 and SCV on this matter in the near future.
ITU-T SG20 is looking forward to collaborating with ITU-T SG2 and SCV, in order to avoid any conflicts of definitions between ITU-T Study Groups.
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
