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	RESOLUTION GSC-16/30:  (Plenary) Machine to Machine (Revised) 


The 16th Global Standards Collaboration meeting (Halifax, October 31 – November 4, 2011)
Recognizing:

a) Beyond the 5 billion devices presently connected to the Internet, the potential for exponential growth will come from machine-to-machine (M2M) deployments, involving such domains as networked security cameras and sensors, connected home appliances and HVAC equipment, Intelligent Transport infrastructure for traffic, safety and parking management, and sophisticated smart grids solutions etc..
b) M2M is seeing positive industry trends and is recognized globally by governments and private initiatives as an important sector.
c) The M2M market has huge potential both in terms of size and growth for all parties involved in the M2M value chain.  
d) The availability of global standards is an important enabler for connecting multiple devices via complex systems as well as ensuring the continued economies of scale for manufacturers and solution providers.

Considering:
a) That standards are most conducive to economies of scale if they are globally compatible/applicable.
b) That many organizations around the world, including PSOs, are currently working on different aspects of M2M standardization; thereby increasing the possibility of redundant or conflicting standards.
c) That global coordination and collaboration will reduce the risk of standards duplication and will increase the effectiveness of the standards solutions.
d) That coherent global standards should be developed whenever feasible.
e) That M2M introduces new components that are distinct from those used in user (human) communications and need to be transparently integrated into the work of existing communication networks including mobile and NGN.
f) That global standards support interworking between communication networks and devices of multiple ICT technologies.
g) That GSC’s mission is to reduce duplication, foster synergy, and encourage coherence.
Resolves:
1) To maintain the GSC M2M Standardization Task Force (MSTF) activities in order to facilitate global coordination and harmonization.
2) To openly share relevant M2M material through liaisons, meeting participation, etc.

3) To outline the worldwide M2M activity map and make recommendations on current and future activities
4) To encourage broad participation in the MSTF by GSC members and beyond

5) To engage non traditional ICT SDOs, industry groups, technology and M2M market representing organizations in the process for reviewing the world wide M2M activities
6) MSTF to report to GSC -17 on its activities and recommendations.
