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1 PURPOSE
The objective of this document is to provide the standard activity of Cloud Computing Project Group of TTA in Korea. Especially, this document focuses to highlighted standard activities in Mobile Cloud, Personal Cloud, Governance Cloud, DaaS and general standard issues in Cloud Computing. By this draft, more collaboration with other nations is expected to extend items on the above mentioned. 
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CONTENT
- General Cloud Computing 
Cloud computing standards can be dividing into 3 categories: General Cloud Computing part, Security part and SLA part. For the first category, the terms used in cloud computing are defined. Also it explains the requirements of developers and analysis of various use case scenarios. Guideline for resource provision, status management and API requirements in cloud infrastructure Service is presented.  

For the security part, these standards define and classify the security threats in cloud to provide safe cloud computing service. It also explains security requirements and intrusion detection framework in collaborative cloud environment.
   For the SLA part, the standards also contain the cross reference relation between the Service Level Agreement (SLA) and the various service models, and also the relation between SLA and the quality factors. 
- Cloud Desktop as a Service (DaaS)

These standards explain definition of the DaaS, related terminologies and the reference architecture. The framework for realization and some use cases are also described. The characteristics and required functions of the actors are suggested and service flows among the actors are also mentioned. Functional and non-functional requirements of each user are also summarized.
- Personal Cloud

“Personal Cloud Service” is a new service model which is user-centric cloud computing service based on public cloud computing model. Through clear definition of terminology and technology, these standards define the personal cloud service and analyze requirements for the service. It also examines the security threat and personal cloud architecture and security guideline for the requirements of personal information management in accordance with data life cycle. According to the reference model, this standard document specifies requirements of access control in personal cloud, and defines reference model for the personal cloud access control and personal cloud security framework.
- Cloud Service in Governance

This standard guides a clear understanding of the new working environment and effective use of resources when the introduction of a cloud environment based on desktop users. Also, it offers efficient use of resources and information, mobile workforces and smart work on the implementation of business environment. It defines a cloud services for the purpose of adoption and continuous provision of services through the consideration and business analysis in cloud-based desktop system in public sector. A metering system based on actual usage, functional requirements and reference model for smart office is also presented. 
- Mobile Cloud
This standard explains mobile cloud terms, characteristics of mobile cloud, background of mobile cloud, characteristics of mobile terminal, and essential characteristics of mobile cloud and functional requirement of mobile cloud. This standard categorizes functions into 6 categories: storage/management function, synchronization function, supporting for mobile office function, hardware solution function, web-based solution function and platform function. And also explains 42 requirements related each functions.
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SUMMARY
This standard covers the terms, definitions and guideline for the requirements of Cloud Computing, Cloud Desktop as a Service, Personal Cloud, Cloud Service in Governance and Mobile Cloud are defined. It also summarizes the cognizance for building cloud computing based functions and expresses the functions by the service definition. Furthermore, this standard guides applicable standards, industrial business environments and cloud-based offices of governance. 
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
