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1. Introduction

The 14th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by the acting chairman, Mr. Leo Lehmann (OFCOM, Switzerland), was held on 19 November 2014 at the ITU premises in Geneva alongside the SG13 co-located Rapporteur Group meetings (10 - 21 November 2014). 

The agenda was issued as Doc 163 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting without any request to change. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (23 September 2014) as appears in Doc 161/JCA-Cloud. 
3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
Mr. Kangchan Lee, the Rapporteur for Q17/13, briefly summarized the progress in SG13 Questions 17 and 18 on Cloud Computing. He mentioned, in particular, the good progress on DaaS architecture and cloud computing based big data requirements documents in Q17/13 and further developments to the cloud computing capability extension to any type of devices. Q18/13 is successfully developing functional architecture of NaaS.  
Mr. Mark Jeffrey, the Rapporteur for Q19/13 and co-rapporteur for JRG-CCM, briefly explained the operation and work currently performed in Joint Rapporteur Group on Cloud Computing Management (JRG-CCM). Q19/13 had a joint session with Q8/17 on cloud computing security. The meeting chairman noted with satisfaction the positive collaboration shown by this join activity. 
The progress in SG17 Question on Cloud Computing Security was also reported in brief by Mr. Mark Jeffry, Q8/17 associate rapporteur, who shortly presented the state on cloud computing security and data security accomplished work and touched base on the work in progress in SG17. He explicitly pointed out that the collaboration between Q8/17 and Q19/13 is moving forward progressing work on IdM.
The progress in Joint Rapporteur Group on Cloud Computing Management (JRG-CCM) and SG2 Questions on Cloud Computing resource management was reported by Mr. Mark Jeffrey, Co-Rapporteur of the JRG-CCM. Mark pointed out that first publications out of this joint activity cannot be anticipated before 3rd quarter 2015.
Mr. Steven Shew,MEF representative at JCA-Cloud, reported that the Metro Ethernet Forum will publish the document “NaaS for Carrier Ethernet” end of the year 2014. 
Mr. Kangchan Lee shortly summarized the outcome of ITU cloud computing workshop that was held on 14 November 2014 in Geneva. The workshop attracted 73 participants (30 remotely). 

4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 162 “LS/i/r on the cloud computing roadmap and new work item” is a liaison from SG17 for action to JCA cloud. It informs about the new work item “ITU-T X.CSCdataSec, Recommendation for guidelines for Cloud Service Customer Data Security”.

The meeting agreed its inclusion into the roadmap version 10 (Doc 167).
Doc 164 “LS/i/r on the cloud computing roadmap” is a liaison from ISO/IEC JTC1/SC38 for information to JCA cloud. It proposes the inclusion of 4 international standards from ISO to be included into the cloud computing roadmap. 

The meeting endorsed the inclusion into the roadmap version 10 (Doc 167), as already been done by the editor of the cloud computing roadmap.

Doc 165 Rev 1 “LS/i on activities of the Focus Group on Smart Sustainable Cities” is a liaison from the Focus Group on Smart Sustainable Cities (FG-SSC) for comment to every ITU-T, ITU-D SG and some ITU-T JCA’s and FG’s. As there was already sent out a liaison from JCA cloud during its last meeting (Doc 159) informing FG-SCC about the current version of the cloud computing roadmap, the meeting decided to just note this liaison.
Doc 166 “LS/i on Aspects of Trusted Cloud” is a liaison from Q19/13 Rapporteur Group meeting for info to JCA Cloud and for action to Cloud Security Alliance. It requests a report of progress made by the Trusted Cloud Initiative Working Group and especially on Trusted Cloud Initiative Reference Architecture. 
The meeting took note of this document.
Doc 168 “LS/i on JRG-CCM progress” is a liaison from the Joint Rapporteur Group on Cloud Computing Management (JRG-CCM) informing JCA-Cloud on the work progress of JRG-CCM. JRG-CCM intends to combine draft recommendation Y.e2ecm and M.occm into one document.

The presenter, Mr Mark Jeffrey, expressed his appreciation on the positive progress to bring two groups together. The document was noted.

5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 167 “10th Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on November 2014” represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap (CCSR).
The cloud computing roadmap Editor, Mr Kangchan Lee, briefly presented the document, highlighting the major changes for CCSR are:
· Added ITU-T SG17 deliverable (ITU-T X.CSCdataSec)

· Added 4 JTC 1 SC 38 deliverables (ISO/IEC 19086-2, 19086-3, 19941, 19944), and updated ISO/IEC 19086-1

The JCA-Cloud participants are invited to review the current version and provide missing/updated information to JCA- Cloud secretariat (tsbsg13@itu.int). 

The meeting agreed to the inclusion of the abovementioned items in the cloud computing roadmap as well as on up-date to be performed to the current online version (based on Doc 167/JCA-Cloud).
6. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. It has one change since the last meeting, namely, to exchange Mingdong Li by Dong Wang from ZTE as Q18/13 Rapporteur. The meeting agreed the change to the Doc 0.
7. Outgoing liaison statements
Two liaison statements were agreed to be sent out from this meeting:
Doc 169 “LS/o on Invitation to update the information in the cloud computing roadmap” for action to ITU-T Study Groups SG2, SG5, SG11, SG12, SG13, SG15, SG16, SG17, TM Forum, OMG, CSCC, ISMA, ISO/IEC JTC1 SCs 6, 7, 27 and 38, OASIS, MEF, OGF, DMTF, CSA, SNIA, GICTF, ATIS CSF, ETSI TC LI, IEEE Cloud Profiles Working Group, IEEE Intercloud Working Group, IETF, BBF, CEF and for information to JCA-IdM, ITU-T SG 9, invites to review, update or to populate the CC roadmap.
Doc 170 “LS/o on Contribution to the work of JCA-Res178” for information to JCA-Res178 indicates that JCA-Cloud is being developing the roadmap of CC related standardization work which is carried out in ITU-T SGs as well as in various other SDOs.
8. Participants

The meeting attracted 14 participants whose names may be found in Doc 171/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Among those 3 delegates joined meeting from remote.
9. Next meeting
