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ITU-T Question 26/16," Accessibility to multimedia systems and services", and ITU-T Question 28/16, "Multimedia framework for e-health applications", of ITU-T Study Group16, would like to thank ITU-T IRG-AVA for sending us the LS on barriers to wireless connections for hearing aids and medical devices (our TD 341/Gen, your IRG-AVA-1507-005).

Both Q26/16 and Q28/16 think that this is a general issue, possibly affecting many devices in the current market, as the spectrum in question is widely used by many devices, such as ZigBee and Bluetooth.  In particular , Q28/16 fears that personal healthcare devices compliant to the Recommendation series H.81x ("Continua") may be affected by the situation described in the LS.  Q26/16 concurs with Q28/16 that hearing aid devices may also be affected.
