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The activity of the ITU-T Focus Group on Audiovisual Media Accessibility (FG AVA) thanks SG 9 for its LS in COM9-LS8.
FG AVA is concerned with encouraging access services to be provided with audio visual media for broadcast, IPTV and Internet. We believe that such services will form an ever more important part of media services, bearing in mind such factors as the aging population, and the right of those with disabilities to access the media.

The group has noted the proposal for an inter-sector coordination group on audio visual evaluation methodology. This is clearly a very valuable proposal which is supported.

We would like to enquire how far such evaluation methodology could extend to elements that relate to access services, for those with hearing and seeing disabilities, such as intelligibility and impact on scene or text assimilation time. Such methodology would help to evaluate parameter values for access services.
Given the inter-sector group is established, we welcome any further dialogue with the group.
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
