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A new liaison statement has been received from ITU-R WP 5A.
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Working Party 5A thanks ITU-R Working Party 5B, ITU-T Study Group 16, and ITU-T JCA-AHF for their liaison statements with respect to the draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1076, “Wireless communication systems for persons with impaired hearing” to reflect changes in the technical characteristics of wireless aids for hearing impaired people since the Recommendation was developed in 1994.

Having taken note of the content of the liaison statement from Working Party 5B the two frequency bands (see Document 5A/196: 156.4875-156.5625 MHz, 156.7625 156.8375 MHz and 960-1 164 MHz) will no longer be considered and Working Party 5A will further investigate suitable tuning ranges.

ITU-R Working Party 5A wishes to continue the exchange of information among the different groups concerned to ensure good collaboration and coordination.

The updated working document is attached to this liaison statement for information.
The next meeting of Working Party 5A is scheduled for 18-29 November 2013 and the deadline for submission of contributions is 16:00 hours UTC, 11 November 2013.
