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A new liaison statement has been received from SG12.

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With respect to your recent liaison (our TD 427/GEN12 Sept 2014) requesting that SG12 take on the task of standardizing the evaluation of the quality of sign language for video relay services, we would like to inform you that this issue was discussed in some detail during the recent SG12 meeting. It was acknowledged that this kind of evaluation does fall within the general area of interest of SG12. However, there is currently no Question where it could be specifically addressed. In addition, there do not appear to be any current SG12 delegates having an interest and expertise in this area. Nevertheless, it was felt that the technical topic could be of interest to an academic institution, who might then be able to pursue the standardisation activity in SG12, where it would be supported. Some delegates agreed to check for such contacts in their home countries.
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
