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ITU-T Study Group 16, Question 26 (Q26/16) would like to thank SG12 for sending us its liaison statement on evaluation of the quality of signing for video relay service (COM12 - LS 57 -E). 
ITU-T Q26/16 had an opportunity to review the liaison statement during its meeting at Tashkent, Uzbekistan, 6-10 October 2014. 
ITU-T Q26/16 understands from the liaison statement that there is currently no Question in SG12 where the question of QoS of video relay service could be specifically addressed, nor is there any current SG12 delegate having an interest and expertise in this area.
With this reply in mind, ITU-T Q26/16 has decided to modify the current HSTP.ACC-SL (Production guidelines for sign language service) to include Video Relay Service as a relevant area of sign language as well as to add a section on Testing Methodologies for QoS, which will describe the testing methodologies of QoS for capturing, rendering and transmission of sign language. Moreover, as suggested by SG12 liaison statement, ITU-T Q26/16 will also invite contributions from academia. The above mentioned work item will be a place to put those contributions.
For your information, the ITU-T Q28/16 will meet face-to-face again during the SG16 meeting at Geneva, 9-20 February 2015.
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
