	This liaison statement seeks to inform Q26/16 and the JCA-AHF of a contribution received to the Q1/2 RGM (virtual, 6-10 September 2021) and the action that resulted.

Q1/2 received Contribution C-7 (WGT) to its September 2021 RGM that contained a new draft Recommendation (F.ACC-humanitarian) for information. The meeting was informed that this draft Recommendation will be a proposal as a new work item under Q26/16.  
As ITU-T SG2 is the lead study group on services, Q1/2 agreed that the proposed draft Recommendation should be forwarded to Q3/2 “Service and operational aspects of telecommunications, including service definition” for discussion at the next meeting of ITU-T SG2 (virtual, 8-19 November 2021) and the results of that discussion will be liaised to Q26/16 and JCA‑AHF.
ITU-T SG2 would welcome further updates on the development of this new work item to assist SG2 in its development of the services for E.nhps (Application of E.164 Numbering Plan for Humanitarian Services).
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
